We must
know which shore we are sailing towards and what ideals we are fighting for, or we
are lostNew technologies have enabled man to conquer space, shorten and compress
space and time, technologically and informationally connect the planet, but not to over-
come social conflicts and wars. The globalist vision of the geostrategic transition of the
world by violent and peaceful means (by means of hard and soft power) in order to
achieve the goals of the imperial power of the USA, was defined in Zbigniew Brzezin-
ski's study "The Grand Chessboard" (1977). It defines the basic directions of the Amer-
ican foreign policy in the struggle for world primacy, the geostrategic imperatives of
management for the realization of the US geopolitical interests in the world. Its demon-
stration and realization began in March 1999 with the NATO aggression against the Fe-
deral Republic of Yugoslavia (FRY), without the approval of the UN Security Council.
The American liberal philosopher Noam Chomsky labeled this platform as the realization
of a neo-imperialist project through the project of the so-called "militaristic humanism"
in the world, and essentially for the purpose of ensuring the hegemony of the USA and
its satellites in order to conquer the East and impose its globalist order. We have entered
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anew millennium with new war storms, which are multiplying and spreading across the
planet. From the Balkans to Afghanistan, from Iraq to Libya, Syria, Ukraine, Gaza and
Iran... The result is millions of deaths - children, women, warriors... Burned and de-
stroyed homes!? Unfortunately, Davos experts from the last economic forum predict
new wars in the world. Waves of refugees are growing, people are fleeing their home-
lands to save their lives and satisfy hunger, they are on the move all over the planet. The
gods Mars and Thanatos still yield a rich harvest in the 21st century. They mercilessly
destroy humanity for the sake of the survival and enrichment of the ruling minority.

Unfortunately, the EU has also been caught in this cycle of death. The right wing
has also become a vampire in it, wanting to revise history and renew the collective war
feast and madness.

The war industry and the media death-mongers are greedily expanding their ope-
rations in the world and are perfecting modern tools of death with their innovations. In-
vestments in the arms race are becoming greater than in education, science and
healthcare. Death has gained wings: it rides on the wings of Tomahawk missiles and a
new series of drones, new technological killers and sowers of death. The voice of reason
seems to have fallen silent in the face of this new invasion of inhumanity and sowers of
discord and death around the world.

The Balkans, as a geospace of encounters and conflicts of different civilizations
has unfortunately not stopped producing “surplus history”. It still lives in the shadow of
the shock of the past, “unfinished war and unbuilt peace”, as Professor Radmila
Nakarada defined it. Here, the dead hand of tradition suddenly comes to life and with
its myths bewitches and darkens the minds of new generations, recruiting them into the
phalanxes of death. Why and for how long should we pay tribute in blood?

Doesn’t the long and bloody 20th century, as the time of evil and death (D.
Cosi¢), with millions of victims and enormous destruction (let us recall: in the First
World War over 15 million people died, and in the Second over 57 million people) warn
us that the price that humanity pays in every war conflict is too high: local, regional,
and especially global!? Is the pandemic spread of wars the fate of our planet in the 21st
century as well? It is high time we stopped the morbid game of God Mars and Thanatos,
because nuclear roulette and ecological catastrophe could lead to a new Atlantis of hu-
manity. In the event of a nuclear conflict, even the survival of our planet would come
into question. Humanity has once again found itself at a fatal crossroads, facing Shake-
spearean/Hamletian To be or not to be that is the question now!

Smart people from the ancient to modern times have warned humanity that con-
flicts between peoples and states should be resolved through dialogue, peaceful political
means and cultural diplomacy, and not through new arms races, the expansion of the
death industry and the multiplication of wars. All this favors the fact that the voracious
nature of man has been changing slowly over the centuries. The development of science
and technology, unfortunately, has not automatically strengthened the moral forces of
man and humanity. In this context, let us recall for a moment Socrates' warning - that
the growth of knowledge is not the same as wisdom, and that any knowledge that does
not make a person better is worthless; or the messages of J. J. Rousseau about the di-
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screpancy between the development of civilization and moral progress. Or modern sci-
entists who warn that we should not fetishize the power of the artificial intelligence and
digital didactics because the development of new technologies does not automatically
strengthen moral forces in man. On the contrary, it can make him an efficient robot, but
deprive him of his soul. Unfortunately, most scientific discoveries (in the field of robo-
tics, biotechnology and artificial intelligence) in modern times have been put in the fun-
ction of increasing the profit power of corporations and in the service of war, that great
enemy of humanity.

Despite Fukuyama's announcement of the end of history, history in modern times
manifests itself in the form of various conflicts. Although there are different reasons for
these conflicts and wars, they have a common essence - the interference of great powers
in order to achieve their geostrategic goals in the struggle for the redistribution of eco-
nomic and environmental resources.

The world is already deep in the vortex of a new war.... the "paws" of the actors
are visible, nuclear roulette is underway, which humanity can pay with a new apocalypse
and a tragedy of the unimaginable proportions. It is time not only for an appeal from intel-
lectuals but also from all reasonable people and governments in the modern world, as
well as the UN: to make maximum efforts and stop this game of war, because tomorrow
is always too late.

Unfortunately, even the so-called international institutions (the UN Security
Council), which are institutionally involved in resolving world conflicts are blocked by
the will of the so-called global West. To illustrate this fact the current conflict in Ukraine
also represents a kind of proxy war between the West and the East. It seems that hate
speech and Russophobia are stronger than any peace diplomacy. A geostrategic war is
underway that is connected to the new geopolitics of the distribution of world resources.
Therefore, Johan Galtung, director of the International Institute for Peace, is right when
he warns that the fight for peace is connected to the strategic goals of development in
the world. In his study Peace by Peaceful Means, this author emphasizes that the fight
for a different development, as well as the fight for a different peace, must be led by
challenging, and even transforming, Western cosmology, all those deeply rooted beliefs
that define peace by means of weapons and development by means of money. In the
same line the Brazilian President Lula da Silva conveyed his message that there is no
global peace without global justice in the world. The French sociologist and geopolitician
Raymond Aron, in his study Peace and War also argued that humanity is currently in its
infancy in terms of the culture of peace, and that many more centuries and wars will
pass before it learns to be wise and adopts Gandhian politics that peace is development,
and the politics of non-violence and dialogue is the politics of peace!

Despite the pessimistic projections of scientists and futurologists, humanity needs
a project of active kindness (D. Goleman) which expresses a new philosophy of peace
and peaceful coexistence in the world, and paves the way for a new value system and
the orientation to build cultural tourism from the past/history, rather than for it to be a
disputed heritage that turns into an explosion and conflicts. Instead of ethnocentrism
and the clash of civilizations, humanity needs dialogue and a culture of peace.
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The integral concept of a culture of peace contains a developmental, civilizing
and emancipatory role, and in its content implies: a) a new system of values that needs
to be affirmed; b) a new system of law (the right to peace as an integral part of the uni-
versal human rights); ¢) new relationships that need to be fought for; d) new institutions
and organizations that need to be built in society and the world among nations; €) a new
education system; f) a new worldview (civic, democratic, panhumanistic); ) new demo-
cratic-emancipatory movements as actors of the social change. The culture of peace can
be defined as one of the fundamental and universal rights of man and humanity; the right
of the human species to live and create in peace. Therefore, peace must not be the mo-
nopoly of any state and people in the world. It must be the work of all people and peoples
in the world. It must serve their development and the progress of humanity, sustainable
and humanistic development on the principle of (Popilarum Progresio) — solid progress
of all people and every person. Without the realization of this right, the right to life of
the human race, man and humanity, the right to procreation, development and freedom
are called into question.

Despite the negative trends in modernity, we believe that better days will come
for humanity. New technologies, the digital revolution and the Internet generation will
give birth to new Prometheuses, heralds, actors of emancipatory initiatives and alterna-
tive projects of the sustainable development of humanity, as a community of free and
equal citizens and peoples of a multipolar world, who will invest in the development
and peace and well-being of all people. In that world, let us hope, in Kantian and Paineian
terms peace, reason and the religion of charity will prevail; dialogue and partnership of
different civilizations, while cultural identity differences will be an asset, not a barrier,
for cooperation between different peoples, races and religions. With all due respect to
our libertarian ancestors, we wish such a peaceful future for our descendants: to compete
with our neighbors and other nations in creativity and freedom, in the gift of kindness
and love.

In the name of these values and ideals and sharing the ethical intentions from
the message of Frederic Mayor that we should know how to look ahead, how to face
the ethical obligations that we need to undertake before future generations, we are
launching an initiative to establish the journal Peacemaker which will deal with regional
cooperation, cultural diplomacy and the culture of peace. This new journal and its name
should serve the function of discovering paths and building bridges of cooperation be-
tween the peoples of the Balkans in the service of its peoples and humanity. Its name
must not disappoint the hopes of the readers, because societies that are without horizons
and alternatives are enslaved, lost, blocked and dead societies. Whether the new journal
will awaken new hopes, ignite new fires of optimism and freedom will depend on how
successful it will be in its mission, if it is truly focused on researching key social pro-
blems of the regional cooperation, culture of peace and integration in these areas, other-
wise it will soon wither like a beautiful spring flower. But, for now, let us look ahead
with optimism and hope that the newly launched journal will justify its fortunately cho-
sen name and its results, contributing to the development of scientific thought and culture
in our search for alternative paths of the democratic development of the Serbian society,
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affirmation of the culture of peace and cooperation in the Balkans, as well as the con-
struction of the sustainable development and a peaceful future for humanity.

Let us wish it a successful flight into the arms of a new generation of readers. It
is time for new generations of young people to compete in working patriotism, the culture
of work and joy, creation and life. The choice is theirs. The future belongs to them. Let
them conquer it through creativity in peace and freedom.

BELESKA O KULTURI MIRA

Ljudska istorija je obelezena dvostrukim tokom - nasiljem, ratovima, ali i sara-
dnjom, stvaralastvom, empatijom. Ovaj drugi tok je obezbedio opstanak ljudskoj vrsti.
Istorija saradnje i stvaralastva govori da ¢ovek nije bioloski predodreden za nasilje. Kao
Sto je Cuvena antropoloskinja Margret Mid ukazala na osnovu svojih istarzivanja, “ra-
tovanje je izum, a ne bioloska nuznost.”Covek ima sposobnost da uéi, koriguje svoje
izume, usvojene vestine, da razvija kulturu mira.

Osnovno nacelo kulture mira kao istrazivackog polja Studije mira (¢ija rodona-
Celnica je Eliza Bolding), je poStovanje Zivota, istovremeno postovanje potrebe za kole-
ktivnim pripadanjem kao i potrebe za individualnom autonomijom, kao i uspostavljanje
tolerantnog i1 kreativnog odnosa prema kulturnim razlikama, oslanjanjem na dijalog,
razvoj sposobnosti da se drugi saslusa, na empatiju i saradnju. Kultura mira takode po-
drazumeva podrzavanje lokalnih inicijativa, pre svega, u sferi obrazovanja koje osposo-
bljava ljude da izgraduju mir u sredini u kojoj zive, da stvaraju institucionalne aranzmane
u prilog zajednicke dobrobiti, jednakosti, pravednoj raspodeli resursa, pazljivog odnosa
prema prirodi. Cilj je izgraditi viSestruki identitet, identitet koji poc¢iva na specifi¢nosti
vlastite kulture ali na osves¢ivanju pripadnosti ljudskoj vrsti. Izgradnjom identiteta vrste
gradi se bezbednost covecanstva.

Ciljevi kulture mira i kretanje realnosti se medutim, u velikoj meri u ovom trenutku
razilaze. Ledeni statisticki podaci, ukazuju na dramati¢ne tokove u toku prve Cetvrtine 21
veka, na zbunjuju¢ razmere izneveravanja temeljnih humanistickih nacela, vrednosti,
obecanja koje je ljudska vrsta iznedrila, sebi zadala. Naime, statistika o broju tekucih
oruzanih sukoba (unutrasnjih, medudrzavnih i regionalnih) govori da zakletva ‘“Nikad
vise” izgovorena nakon Drugog svetskog rata nije postala imperativ. Podaci Svedskog Insti-
tuta za proucavanje mira, kao i UN, ukazuju da se upravo u ovom trenutku odvija najveci
broj sukoba od zavrsetka Drugog svetskog rata. Brutalnost nasilja, neizreciv stepen patnje
(neke epizode nam mediji prenose uzivo), svetsko ulaganje sredstava u usavrsavanje oruzja
destrukcije koja su dostigla visine bez presedana (preko dva bi-liona dolara, tacnije 2,7 bi-
liona dolara u toku prosle godine), vise milionsko stradanje civila, reka izbeglica koja je
preplavila sveta, dostigli su razmere koje bi “posramile i davola”. Dakle, istorijsko iskustvo
u toku 20 veka, koje obuhvata milione nastradalih, koncentracione logore, HiroSimu,
ogromne razmere unistenja gradova i kulturnih spomenika, nije bilo dovoljno da se podvuce
crta, da iznedri apsolutnu, neprikosnovenu posveéenost resavanju sukoba mirnim putem.
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Istovremeno, podaci o strukturalnom nasilju - nejednakostima i ekstremenom
siromastvu - takode nose beskrajno uznemiravajuée poruke. Prema poslednjem izvestaju
britanske organizacije Oksfam, pod naslovom “Multilateralizima u eri globalne oligarhije
(septembar 23, 2024), 1% najbogatijih u svetu, poseduje vise nego 95% svetske popu-
lacije. Po njihovom sudu, senka globalne oligarhije, ultra bogatih i korporacija koje oni
kontroli$u, nadvila se nad svetom i oblikuje globalna pravila u skladu sa svjom interesi-
ma na ustrb ostatka ljudske vrste.

U sli¢nom onespokojavaju¢em pravcu upucuju i podaci o danasnjim razmerama
ekstremnog siromastva, u trenutku kada ukupno materijalno bogatstvo sveta nikad nije
bilo ve¢e. Milenijumski ciljevi UN obuhvataju iskorenjivanje ekstremnog siromastvo
do 2030. godine. Sada je vec¢ jasno da je taj cilj postao nedostizan, jer je posle jedne de-
lotvorne sekvence koja je trajala do 2020, ekstremno siromastvo ponovo u porastu. U
ovom trenutku 700 miliona ljudi (8,5% svetske populacije) zivi u ekstremnoj neljudskoj
osujeCenosti, nemoguCnosti da zadovolje osnovne potrebe. U 2024. godini, u podsa-
harskoj Africi, zivelo je 16% svetske populacije ali i 67% ljudi koji su ekstremno siro-
masni. Ponovni rast ekstremnog siromastva se objaSnjava ratovima, posledicama
klimatskih promena, “duznic¢kim stresom”, pandemijama, ali on je pre svega posledica
izostanaka istorijske odgovornosti za uzase kolonijalizma, pravedne redistribucije, kao
1 oholog izostanka solidarnost i empatije. Sumornoj slici treba dodati I svakodnevno
suocavanje sa podacima koje govore o rasprostranjenosti porodi¢nog i vr$njackog
nasilja, kao 1o sistematskom uniStavanje prirode arogantnom umisljeno$¢u i pohlepom.

Sve su ovo indicije, do koje mere je uprkos napretku, kultura mira potisnuta, zane-
marena i do koje mere je urgentno sabrano 1 sistematsko zalaganje i ulaganje u njen
razvoj i primenu od porodice do svetskog drustva.

Potrebno je iznova radikalno se posvetiti obnovi seCanja na nuznost ulaganja na-
pora u postovanje i zastititu zivota ljudi i prirode, u ponovno otkrivanje osnovnih vre-
dnosti, uljudnosti (miroljubivi potencijal koji sadrze re¢i Hvala, Molim, Izvini,
Dobrodosli), empatije, solidarnosti, tolerancije prema razlicitostima. Obnova je nuzna
jer uvazavanje jednostavnih a mudrih nacela -“ne €initi druogm ono $to ne zeli$ da drugi
¢ini tebi”, “nasilje rada nasilje”, reSavati probleme a ne ponistavati ljude — ulaganje u
obrazovanje, ekonomski i socijalni razvoju umesto u militarizaciju sveta, dosledno,
umesto selektivno, poStovanje ljudskih prava, i danas su nalozi koji prebivaju vise u
domenu vizija nego u polju prakse. Od kapilarnog nasilja koje obuhvata porodi¢no,
vr$njacko, urbano (nasumicno) nasilje, preko neodgovornog odnosa prema prirodi, do
“Treceg svetskog rata na parce”, kako je definisao zbir ukupnog svetskog nasilja nedavno
preminuli papa Franja, stvorilu su pandemije straha, konfuzije, nepoverenja i neizve-
snosti.

Visestruki atak na zivot, ljudske potrebe, iskazi nasilja od mikro do makro nivoa,
povecanje iracionalnosti preko svake mere razumljivosti, razmere apokaliptickog po-
tencijala koji dovodi u pitanje opstanak ljudske vrste, sabiraju se u pitanje: da li ima
preceg obrazovnog, politickog zadatka, od ulaganja individualnog i kolektivnog napora
u razvoj kulture mira?
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ZASTO VISE NEMA MIRA NI POD MASLINAMA I JEDNA
NOVA MOGUCNOST OBUDUCENJA SVETA

MOCNI POKRET PARTNERSTVA KULTURE MIRA, DIPOMATIJE,
ODRZIVOG RAZVOJA I GLOBALNE VLADAVINE VESTACKOM
INTELIGENCIJOM

“Zasto vise nema mira ni pod maslinama?* danas se mnogi pitaju. Ovo i sva
sli¢no postavljana pitanja iskazuju posvemasni paradoks sada$njice. Zivimo u vremenu
kada ni pod simbolom mira nema mira. Ili, drugim re¢ima, zive¢i u potpunim
nesmirenostima svuda oko sebe, ¢ak i kada mesto gde zivimo jeste u miru, ose¢amo da
zivimo u globalnom ratu, iako ne na ,,prvoj liniji borbenog fronta“. Tesko da se vise igde
zivi izvan nasilja. Iako nam to nasilje direktno ne nanosi telesnu povredu ili nas ne
ostecuje dopire do nas i pogada sadrzajima tekstualnih, audio, vizuelnih i meSovitih
formi koje kolaju kroz medijsku infrastrukturu sveta. Izgleda kao da Galtungovi koncepti
negativnog mira i strukturalnog nasilja nisu dovoljni da obujme stanje sadasnjice kada
se negativni mir zivi kao istinski mir, a strukturalno nasilje prihvata kao unapredeno
razvijanje autenti¢nih ljudskih potreba i osnovnih prava.

Pogledajmo samo neke kulturne procese. Adrenalizacija Zivota, manija djupizma,
vodenje ponasanja na povocu preporucujucée algoritmizacije, slepo sledenje manipula-
tivne slike slobode rodne fluidnosti, do ,,usavrSavane lepote dodatim kubicima silikona
ili gelizacijomtela ubrizganim hijaluronskim filerima. Nijedan se od ovih kulturnih
procesa ne vidi kao normalizovano nasilniStvo, nasilje i nasiljavanje. Samo letimican
pogled duz neke ulice, ili sagledavanje ljudi okupljenih na odredenom mestu ospoljava
da su ti kulturni procesi dozivljeni kao autenticno oslobadanje, sloboda i ljudska
oslobodenost stega nametnutih granica. Uistinu ono $to se ne vidi, a mora da deluje,
jeste iz korena oStecenje slobode, jednakosti, svih ljudskih prava svakoga i svuda,
demokratije, tolerancije i solidarnosti. Sve su ova nacela kulture mira. Sva su pogazena.
Zato vise nema mira ni pod maslinama. Istovremeno, pitanje ,,Zasto viSe nema mira ni
pod maslinama?“ dovodi i do jos jednog neizbeznog nalaza o ovakvoj danasnjici.

Danas ne postoji globalni mirovni pokret. Tako se moze pretpostaviti da je
sadasnje nemanje mira posledica nepostojanja globalnog mirovnog pokreta. Zasto onda
danas nema globalnog mirovnog pokreta? Kada je u zavrsnici Hladnog rata, 1989. go-
dine, Organizacija Ujedinjenih nacija za obrazovanje, nauku i kulturu (United Nations
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization, UNESCO) pokrenula najradikalnije
zamisljeni proces globalnog kulturnog preobrazaja sveta nastojanje je bilo da se motivise
nicanje globalnog mirovnog pokreta. Jezgro angazovanja ¢ovecanstva trebalo je da bude
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usredsredenje na jac¢anje ukorenjenja kulture mira i nenasilja da bi se otklonili duboki
zasadi kulture rata i nasilja koja odrzava institucionalne strukture i odnose, procese i
forme ratovanja i nasilnistva. Posebno su od 1992. do 1998. godine bila poletna i uzletu
oc¢ekivanja da ¢e se uzdici jedan globalni pokret za mir. UNESCO je preduzeo snazno
zagovaranje svog koncepta kulture mira i nenasilja iscrtanim putanjama njegovog 0zi-
votvorenja neizostavnim kori§¢enjem sredstva filozofski, nauc¢no, etic¢ki i prakti¢no
utemeljenih delovanjem ve¢ evropskog prosvetiteljskog pokreta u 18. veku.

Kada je i Organizacija Ujedinjenih nacija (United Nations Organization, UNO,
UN) prihvatila koncept kulture mira svoje specijalizovane agencije UNESCO na
razmedu 20. 1 21. veka, ¢inilo se na mah, posebno 2000. godine da je u horskom saglasju
strujalo ¢ovecanstvom: ,,Blazeni mirotvorci, jer ¢e se nazvati decom Bozijom* kako je
opisano u Mateju 5:9. Jednoglasje koje uzvisuje ljudski rod i planetu postignuto posle
klizanja Agende za mir iz 1992. godine tadasnjeg generalnog sekretara UN Butrosa
Butros-Galija (Boutros Boutros-Ghali) u humanitarni ekspedicionizam, a onda i post-
nuca i glibljenja u humanitarni intervencionizam kulminirao 1999. godine agresijom Or-
ganizacije Severnoatlanskog Ugovora (North Atlantic Treaty Organization — NATO) nije
dugo trajalo. Milenijumska deklaracija UN sa nac¢elima novih medunarodnih odnosa i
utvrdenim Milenijumskim ciljevima za postizanje odrzivog razvoja zemalja u razvoju u
partnerstvu sa razvijenim zemljama tokom narednih 15 godina probudila je nade da se
koren kulture mira i nasilja primio. Potom je dosao i 11. septembar 2001, taj kobni 9/11,
pokazujuci u retrospektivi da je 2000. godina bila samo poslednji smokvin list stavljen
zadnjim ose¢anjem postidenosti kulturom rata i nasilja na njenu rugobnu ogoljenost koja
je portret prve Cetvrtine 21. veka pretvorila u uzasniju sliku od Pikasove Gernike.

Ima li mogucnosti za obuducenje sveta
kulturom mira i diplomatijom?

Organizacija Ujedinjenih nacija obelezava na inicijativu Turkmenistana tekucu
2025. godinu kao ,,Medunarodnu godinu mira i poverenja“. Nista ta¢nije dugo nije
izreCeno o razlozima zasto Cove€anstvu i planeti sada nije nista potrebnije od mira i po-
verenja nego $to je saopsteno u sacinjenom obrazlozenja ovog predloga. Nema bez mira
i poverenja, koji su gradivne sastavnice, ni pravednog niti ukljucujuéeg drustva. Jednako
bez pravednog i ukljucujuceg drustva nema odrzivog Covecanstva. Prosperitetno
covecanstvo. 1 obnovljena planeta sa kojom je Covecanstvo izmireno, nemoguéi su bez
mira i poverenja. Medutim, stremljenje da se u ovoj godini isturi i podstice globalna
saradnja, uzajamno razumevanje i odrzivi razvoj osvetljavanjem mira i poverenja kao
temeljecih razobrucena kultura rata i nasilja bezo¢no nastoji da podriva, kruni, i potresa.

Druga decenija 21. veka i treCeg milenijuma pocela je pandemijom COVID-19.
Covecanstvo nije ni stiglo da se oporavi od $okova te tragedije, a mir u Evropi je razbijen
u paramparcad agresijom Ruske Federacije na Ukrajinu 24. februara 2022. godine. Uni-
Stavanje i pokorice mira u zapadnoj Aziji, ili na Bliskom Istoku — kako ideolozi nasilja
nad odredenim narodima, kulturama, verama i obi¢ajima preferiraju da svojim jezikom
i pobudama obeleze geopoliti¢ki njihove lokacije — zapocelo je 7. oktobra 2023. godine.
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Izraelsko-palestinski sukob koji pulisira nasiljem izmedu koncenrisanog na Gazu i
Sirenog na Liban, Siriju, Jemen i vazdu$nim udarima od 13. juna na Iran kako bi se trajno
onemogucilo dugo ve¢ postojece reSenje dve drzave ogoljava zlocudnost kulture rata i
nasilja. Koliko negovanja zahteva covekoljubivost ljudskog bica kada ni stradalniStva
palestinske dece i Zena ne nailaze na medunarodno nalaganje da im se nesmetano pruza
humanitarna pomo¢ ¢ak i kada im se okrutno uskracuje sloboda zivota u samoodredenju.

Zato pitanje ,,zaSto viSe nema mira ni pod maslinama?‘ izrazava i svesnost da
od odgovora zavisi ne samo objasnjenje zasto je coveCanstvo ogrezlo u nasilju i sve
razeS¢enijoj ,,Danse Macabre* rata i svekolikog nasilja. Zavisi jo§ viSe razumevanje
kako iz ovakve ,,igre smrti“ udruzeno i sporazumno trazi izlaz prihvatljiv svima. Nasilje
1 rat pogadaju svakoga zbog Cega se svakog mir i tice. Ali kada se nasilje i nasilniStva
umnoze, sila nadvlada, i rat se razgoropadi te mnogo ljudskih zivota bude odneto i
mnostvo povreda naneto, onda je verodostojan odgovor zasto se u rat uslo nuzan da bi
se umelo saglasiti kako podizati mir posle rata. Razumevanje rata radi saglasnog ulaska
u samoodrzivi mir uvek je skopcano sa dva rizika.

Jedan rizik je razumevanje uzroka nasilja i rata svodenjem na krivicu u nasilju
nadmoc¢nog, a u ratu gubitnika. Osvetnicki mir je izvesno, ranije ili kasnije, pogibeljni
rat. Drugi rizik, posebno kada rat nema pobednika zato §to je bio sistemski, jeste da pre-
vlada obmanjujuée uopstavanje kako je zajednickim naporima takav rat prevaziden. Ako
bi se tako dogodilo zaputilo bi se u prividni ili prevarni mir. Suprotno, ukoliko bi se obja-
Snjenje rata zaista pouzdano postiglo na uzajamnom uverenje da je zajedniCkim naporima
rat savladan, istinski bi bile stvorene osnove saradujuc¢eg mira koji je samoodrziv. lako
je rizik izlaska u prevarni mir redi, zato Sto su istorijski retki slucajevi sistemskog rata,
jedan slucaj je jos uvek svez. Hladni rat u Evropi zavrSen je prividnim ili prevarnim
mirom.

Rizik koji povlaci objasnjenje nepostojanja pobednika sistemskog rata, jer je
Hladni rat bio sukob dva sistema u agonskoj opreci od temeljnih vrednosti do svojinskih
odnosa, je izvitopereno polaziste toboznjeg prihvatanja da se ,,desilo* izmirenje oko po-
laznih zajednickih vrednosti. Ovim se iz stvarnog rata uslo u prividni ili prevarni mir.
Izdanak takvog semena obmane je da snaznija, vitalnija, ugledniji strana/sistem, u kona-
¢nici jeste pobednik, koji drzi da mora ima sve Sto pobedniku pripada i ¢ini sve §to
pobedniku sleduje. Kako je osnovni odnos hegemonija to koreni nasilja bujaju, Sire se,
parazitski unistavaju nacela i norme mirnog uredenog poretka.

Sve §to se odvija u prevarnom miru pukoje nalik ponavljanju obrasca kako je
tekla Spansko-portugalska ,,Reconquista“. Moguce da je ruski predsednik Putin ve¢ 2007.
godine zbog toga na Minhenskoj bezbednosnoj konferenciji i upozorio da Ruska Fede-
racija ne¢e moci da prihvati nastavak takvog pravca odnosa u buduénosti. Malo ko je
pruzio poverenje re¢ima ruskog predsednika. Zbignjev Bzezinski je recepturu izbaci-
vanja iz igre Saveza Sovjetskih Socijalistickih Republika (SSSR) njegovim teritorijalnim
komadanjem i ponovnim zauzimanjem njegovog evropskog dela od Evrope kojoj je
toboz otet, sastavljenu jos u doba Hladnog rata ostavio ¢ini se nekima kao njegovo inte-
lektualno naslede za njihovo vjeruj u potpunom zaboravu blazenstva mirotvorca.
Recenim se ne daje nikakvo opravdanje ¢injenju Ruske Federacije za izbor rata da otkla-
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nja probleme koji su stvar za diplomatiju. Ako je neka drzava sila onda tu mo¢ svoje
sile mora pokazati pregovorima, a ne nasiljima. Poverenje ljudi u snagu razuma da di-
jalogom i pregovorima mogu ostvariti ¢ak i uzajamno suprotne ciljeva ocito je pretanko
da se ne bi podalo fizickoj sili da ljudski nedoli¢an obavlja posao. Kataklizmican je
poraz ljudskog uma koji prepusta sili da zacari njegovim domenom — ljudskim spo-
razumevanjem.

Umesto da diplomatizuje probleme i Sirenja ¢lanstva NATO zemljama nekada-
Snjeg SSSR-a kojima je to stavljeno u izgled Budimpestanskim memorandum 2008. go-
dine, i zastite ruske manjine u Ukrajini, sistemske izgradnje Organizacije za bezbednost
i saradnju u Evropi (Organization for Security and Co-operation in Europe — OSCE) u
centralnu platformu saradujuée bezbednosti u geopolitickoj oblasti od Vladivostoka do
Vankuvera, sve do pretnje kojom vreba odbrambeni raketni Stit Zapada i u Aziji ne samo
u Evropi, Ruska Federacija se dala vojnom agresijom u ¢injenje Ukrajine Sirijom. Nema
ni opravdanja za ukrajinsko izazivaStvo i splitanje sa Evropskom unijom i NATO po
cenu gubljenja tolikih zivota, toliko patnje, toliko uniStene buducnosti. Ukrajina, pak,
jedna od najbogatijih drzava Evrope po prirodnim bogatstvima i plodnosti zemljista, ali
medu onima sa najnizim dohotokom po glavi stanovnika, pogotovo je imala sve razloge
da diplomatizuje probleme sa Ruskom Federacijom. Nesreca je da malignost izrasla iz
ruinizacije demokratije trazi nasilje, prezire gradane, mrzi zivot i voli ne svakog coveka
ve¢ samo sebe. Zato malignati, ta osobena transnacionalna grupa ogrezla u samoljublju,
¢uva vatru nasilja u svakoj ¢eliji, i rat je njen nalog, a mrznja drugog, drugacijeg ljudskog
stvora, zivotno zanimanje. Ovo nije psiholosko stanje, nego socijalni status. Psiholo-
gizacije o narcistiCkom poremecaju li¢nosti, jo§ pravdana besmislicom o narcizmu
svakog ljudskog bi¢a, umesto potpunog otkrivanja da se radi o drustvenoj strati uzdignu-
toj kulturom nasilja i rata dodatno odrzava kulturu nasilja i rata Zivom i obesnom.

Nazalost kultura rata i nasilja veli¢a kao vrednost u politici i drzavnistvu sve Sto
ih ne moze Ciniti niti politikom, niti drzavnistvom. Tako je macisticko junacenje snagom
pokazanom razmerama nasilnis$tva svojstvenog ovom tipu politi¢ara, umisljenih da su
drzavnici, sazeto iskazano njihovim opstenjem sa drugima koji im nisu prijatelji ,,sa
pozicija snage*. NasilniStvo je najjaca valuta u kulturi rata i nasilja. Mada niti je to hero-
jstvo, niti umece. Toliko veli¢ana nepredvidivost, svedena na izbor najnasilnije opcije,
nije nikakva nepredvidivost ve¢ ocekivano ponaSanje. Zato se u ukorenjenju kulture
mira kao 1 zastiti diplomatije i diplomatske kulture od podrivackih faktora u trazenju
izlaza u mir mora imati u vidu i ¢inilac odgojenosti naravi i kulturnog identiteta politickih
predvodnika strana u nasilnim konfliktima i ratovima. Pogledajmo sada podrobnije dve
vrste rizika u objasnjenju zasto nema mira radi razumevanja kako da se zastiti od opa-
snosti da se trazenjem izlaska ka miru ne utone u jo§ masovnije i masivnije nasilje.

Prvi rizik je izvrgavanje razumevanje uzroka rata u kaznjavanju krivce za rat.
Iznice iz osvescenosti da je svaka nepravda, sistemska neravnopravnost, dobrobit samo
za pojedine ili neke kolektivite koren nasilnih sukoba i rata. Optuzivanje i ocrnjivanje
nadenog ,.krivca“ ili ,,krivaca® po zabludnom ideoloskom sudu zelje ,,ispravnih* da tog,
ili te nadene izazivace primerno osvetno kazne namirivanjem pravde oste¢enima za pretr-
pljena stradalniStva kako nikada sli¢no sagresenje ne bi bili u stanju da pocine, bremenito
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je opasnostima. Najdrasti¢nije razmere ovakve greske koju su u zakljucivanju Velikog
rata ili Prvog svetskog rata pocinili ,,mirotvorci® tokom 1919. 1 1920. godine na Konfe-
renciji o miru u Parizu, nastoje¢i da proslost 1 predajuéi njegovu zastraSujucu poharu otva-
ranjem buducnosti bez ponavljanja takve pogibelji, pokazale su se 1939. godine. Drugi
svetski rat koji je tada izbio, posle niza manjih ratova i kriza, bio je joS$ razorniji i dugo-
trajniji od Prvog.

,Mirotvorcima* se u ugovornom zakljucivanju Drugog svetskog rata na Pariskoj
konferenciji mira od jula do oktobra 1946. godine moglo ¢initi da su se poducili naukom
prethodnika da ne upadnu u zamku iste greske. Sva je prilika da je ve¢ godinu dana
ranije, od 17. jula do 2. avgusta na Potsdamskoj konferenciji, nesto drugo pocelo da drzi
razboritost mirotvoraca na delu. Moze i dalje mnogima izgledati apokrifnim da je ve¢ u
Potsdamu tadasnji predsednik Sjedinjenih Ameri¢kih Drzava (SAD), Hari Truman,
poverljivo upoznao generalisimusa Josifa Visarionovic¢a Staljina o uspesno izvrSenoj
americkoj probi najsilovitijeg oruzja. lako nije izneo pojedinosti nagovestio je da je to
oruzje atomska bomba. Lider SSSR, opremljen pribavljenim obavestajnim podacima,
spremno je izrazio nadu da ¢e SAD moci da se tim oruzjem uspesno koriste protiv
Japana. Medutim, posle 6.1 9. avgusta 1945. godine ljudsko nasilje viSe nje bilo isto.

Eksplozije americ¢kih atomskih bombi, prve ,,Decka* (engl. Little Boy) bacene
na HiroSimu 6. avgusta, i druge ,,Debeljka“ (Fat Man) bacene 9. avgusta na Nagasaki,
trajno su promenile razornost nasilja medu ljudima i ljudi prema prirodi. Vestacka nukle-
arna kontaminacija zapocela je prvom izvedenom nuklearnom probom nepunih mesec
dana ranije. Kao §to su i imena data nuklearnim bombama poraz inteligencije i takta,
tako je 1 njihovo koriS¢enje zlo€in protiv Covecnosti i zlo€in protiv mira bez duznog su-
dskog procesa i bez presude. Cak i kada bi se moglo pod posve neverovatnim okolno-
stima prihvatanja da je nuklearnim napadima spaseno vise ljudskih zivota i u Japana i u
SAD, druga nuklearna bomba je bacena da bi se svetu pokazalo da SAD imaju dovoljno
nuklearnih bombi, a ne tek jednu.

Ljudska svirepost, koje u istoriji nije manjkalo, i ljudska surovost, koja kao da
pritajeno vreba ispod ljudske koze prvu priliku da se osokoli, udruzeno su se u atomskoj
bombi potvrdile da nemilosrdno drze ljude na svojim uzicama kao lutkar njegove drvene
lutke. Koliki stepen ljudske devalvacije, neslobode i unizenosti nasiljem i ratom moze
biti od americ¢kog ,,Projekta Menheten* (engl. ,,The Manhattan Project®) ne ispoljava se
samo time S$to je nuklearno oruzje i dalje nevidljivi ali stvarni pregovara¢ u svakom pro-
cesu. Najvece unizenje ljudske vrste, a ne njene evolucijski postignute uzvisenosti, je
poveravanje nuklearnom oruzju slobode i prava na vrhunsko unistavajuce delatnistvo.
Toliko je interiorizovana ravnodusnost prema takvoj i tolikoj bezumnoj svireposti ljudski
osmisljene surovosti razaranja opredmecene u ljudskoj tvorevini, ¢ak i neoprezom prema
pogresci, da se ne uvida pervetiranost reenice: ,,Sada sam posao Smrt, razarac svetova“.

Ove reci izgovara glumac Kilijan Marfi (Cillian Murphy), koji u epsko biogra-
fskom filmu (engl. biopic) ,,Open hajmer (engl. ,,Oppen heimer®) reditelja Kristofera
Nolana (Christopher Nolan), igra ulogu teorijskog fizicara Roberta Openhajmera (Robert
Oppenheimer). Openhajmer je bio voda nau¢nog tima angazovanog na ,,Projektu Men-
heten* koji je konstruisao nuklearne bombe i radi procene izdvodljivosti implozione
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metode organizovao vrSenje 16. jula 1945. godine prvu nuklearnu probu ,,Trojstvo*
(engl. ,,Trinity*). Detonacija nuklearne bombe istog tipa kao ,,Debeljko* na istoimenoj
lokaciji koju je odabrao Open hajemer u Novom Meksiku izazvala je kod njega da izgo-
vori reci iz ,,Bhagavadgitaupanisadah (,,Tajne nauke koje je otpevao Uzviseni®),
poucnog dela epa ,,Mahab harata“(,,Velika pesma o plemenu Bharata*). Arogantna ambi-
cija i odusevljena zaslepljenost Openhajmera — opredmecéena u oruzju koje je postalo
tako delujuce njegovo drugo ja prema ljudskoj vrsti i planeti — nikakva naknadno osve-
$¢ena odgovornost od predlaganja uspostavljanja medunarodnog rezima nuklearne kon-
trole do protivljenja proizvodnju hidrogenske bombe, ne moze osloboditi od Stete nanete
nauci i znanju kao putanjama kulture mira.

Poredeno sa Japanom ¢inilo se da je Treci rajh bolje prosao. Prema dogovorenim
Jaltskim nacelima, ili 5D formuli — demilitarizacija, denacifikacija, demokratizacija, de-
centralizacija, ideindustrijalizacija — kaznjavanja kapituliralog Tre¢eg rajha, u Potsdamu
su se 1945. godine saveznici sporazumeli: da izvrSe restauraciju Nemacke i Austrije kao
odvojenih teritorijalnih jedinica i okupiraju ih deobom zona odgovornosti medu sobom.
Kako bi sprecili da se ponovo izazove ovakav uzasan rat odlucili su i da uspostave proces
sudenja optuzenim nacistickim vodama za zlo¢ine pocinjene protiv mira, protiv hu-
manosti i ratne zlo¢ine. Nemacka jeste kaznjena za krivicu uniStenja mira. Ali, ispo-
stavilo se da su mirotvorci, u ovom slucaju, manje pogresili nego njihovi prethodnici
1919. godine.

Onako kako su mirotvorci na Beckom kongresu 1814-1815. godine pruzili Fra-
ncuskoj ,,zlatnimost prelaska preko poraza“ njenom okupacijom, koju su kao saveznici
sproveli 1815. godine, a na kongresu Evropskog koncerta odrzanom u Ahenu 1818.
okon¢ali, tako su mirotvorci porazenoj Nemackoj pruzili isti put. Ali savezni¢ke medu-
sobice kulminirale su u pogledu vrsenja okupacije Nemacke ve¢ posle tri godine. Zato
je 1949. godine od okupacionih sektora zapadnih saveznika obrazovna nezavisna
Savezna Republika Nemacka, ili Zapadna Nemacka, da bi SSSR od svoje okupacione
zone obrazovao nezavisnu Demokratsku Republiku Nemacku. Sve do 1990. godine kada
je postignut u procesu 2-+4, ili Otava procesu, Ugovor o konacnom resenju u pogledu
Nemacke i 3. oktobra ostvareno ujedinjenje pri sajedinjavanjem cetiri oblasti
Demokratske Republike Nemacke Saveznoj Republici Nemackoj i njenog dela okupa-
ciono podeljenog Berlina Nemci su podeljeno ziveli u dva agonisticka sistema zivota
pod zastitom nuklearnog kiSobrana SAD i SSSR i na svojim teritorijama sa vojnim
snagama predvodnika dva protivnicka vojna saveza, NATO i VarSavskog ugovora.

To $to Evropa ,,cela i sloboda“ bez linija podela nije izasla iz Hladnog rata u
samoodrzivi ve¢ u prividni mir koji se ispostavio da je samo tridesetogodi$nje primirje
(1992-2022), nije krivica mirotvoraca u periodu 1989-1990. godine, ve¢ je sastavnica
kako je Beate Jan (Beate Jahn) jos 2007. godine nasla ,,tragedije liberalne diplomatije:
demokratizacije, intervencije, izgradnje drzava“. Problem je Sto liberalna diplomatija
nije diplomatija, kao $to ni socijalisticka diplomatija demokratizacije, intervencije, izgra-
dnje drzava nije mogla biti i nije bila diplomatija. Cak ni socijalisti¢ka diplomatija So-
cijalisticke Federativne Republike Jugoslavije (SFRJ) kojoj je nesvrstanost bila
differentia specifica, ne intervencija, nije bila diplomatija. Koliko nije bila diplomatija
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pokazuje zlocudnost krvavog raspada jugoslovenske federacije i potom borbi za deobu
jugoslovenskog nasleda. Jugoslavija nije razbijena jer kako drevna mudrost u¢i nijedan
grad nije pao od pritiska spolja ve¢ od izdaje iznutra. Neuporedivo mirniji raspad SSSR-
a, a posebno mirno razdvajanje Ceske i Slovacke svedode koliko SFRJ nije imala diplo-
matiju ni kao prvu liniju odbrane, a pogotovo ne kao jedinu preostalu pogotovo kada se
gradanski rat internacionalizuje. Ohrabrujuce je da se Srbija poucila diplomatiji 1999.
godine, nazalost istorijski sli¢no Ceskoj (istorijska Boemija), samo neuporedivo ranije,
1620. bitkom na Beloj planini.

Vreme obuducenja: Moc¢ni pokret partnerstva kulture mira, diplomatije,
odrzivog razvoja i globalne vladavine veStackom inteligencijom

Proces koji danas ne ostavlja nikoga po strani na prelepom plavom oblutku —
planeti Zemlji — u Sun¢evom sistemu spiralne galaksije Mle¢ni put u nesagledivom ko-
smosu je ,,razbuducenje* (engl. defuturing). Tako ga je imenovao Toni Fraj (Tony Fry).
,,Globalni rezim neodrzivosti* stvaranja sveta ratom i tehnologijom, o ¢ijim zalutima je
strastveno pisao, danas je u terminalnoj fazi. Svest o tome je formirana, podaci su nepo-
bitni. Lorens Fredman (Lawrence D. Freedman) provokativno je obrazlozio u ¢lanku
objavljenom prvo digitalno aprila 2025. godine, a potom u Stampanom obliku za maj/jun
Casopisa ,,Spoljni poslovi“ (engl. Foreign Affairs) da smo u dobu ,, ratova doveka* (engl.
,foreverwars®). Zasto? Zato Sto vise ,,vojne strategije ne isporucuju pobedu®. Argu-
mentacija je opsezna i temeljita. Pokazuje da uz sve velike nade polagane u ,,rat dronova‘
1 pomo¢ vestacke inteligencije u donosenju odluka na osnovu ogromne koli¢ine brzo
obradivih podataka treba se oprostiti od oc¢ekivanja pobede u ratu, a pogotovu iznena-
dnim, odlu¢nim i brzim delovanjem.

Uprkos svim mastovitim i provereno ranije uspehom poluc¢ujué¢im strategemama
primeri od rusko-ukrajinskog rata, ukljucujuci i kontra-agresiju Ukrajine na Rusku Fe-
deraciju, preko upada Izraela u Gazu da oslobodi taoce koje je Hamas oteo prosirujuci
operacije na Liban, Siriju i Jemen, pokazuje kako je tek posle 15 meseci kampanje
izraelske vojske postalo izvodljivo da se ,,sedne za sto* jer nikakva bitna vojna pobeda
nije ostvarena. Obnovljeni vazdusni napadi na Iran sa ciljem Izraela ne samo da one-
sposobi infrastrukturu za proizvodenje nuklearnog oruzja ili da unisti arsenal balstickih
raketa i 1ii Irance sposobnosti da ih proizvode, ve¢ i ohrabrivanje gradana Irana da izvrSe
promenu rezima, ¢ak ni uz asistiranje SAD vazdu$nim udarima na mesta postrojenja
nuklearnog programa, nece privesti Irance brze pregovarackom stolu da za njim se reSava
njihovo odustajanje od nuklearnih ambicija nego $to bi to uspela diplomatija sama. Ra-
tovi 1 nasilni sukobi u Africi, posebno u Sahelu, stanje u Libiji 1 Sudanu, o Iraku i Avga-
nistanu da se i ne govori, pokazuju da je sposobnost vojski da dobijaju mir potroSena.
Drugim re¢ima vojska danas nije vise proizvodna, isto kao $to je u Evropi nacionalizam
pretrajao svoju produktivnost do polovine proslog veka. Ogromna ulaganja u sisteme
naoruzanja donose ogromne izdatke bez opipljivih koristi uz dodatne nenadoknadive
Stete. ,,Odlucne pobede na terenu, verovane da su obezbedujuée za stanje koje ¢e
prelaskom na pregovore biti pretoceno u jednacinu pogodbe o miru, vise ne postoje.
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Sasvim suprotno, mo¢ diplomatije da proizvodi mir visestruko je povecana u
odnosu na ranije koriS¢enje za stvaranje uslova za prelazak u rat i nasilje. Diplomatija
se preobrazava, a ne samo prilagodava ili podeSava. Pre nego $to je iz poimanja diplo-
matije krajem 18. veka bude is¢ilelo eksplicitno da je mirna delatnost za mir, uveliko su
prethodne formacije delovanja koje se poistovecuju sa diplomatijom mada tada ni re¢
diplomatija nije postojala ni u jednom jeziku, bile su strukturno i akterski i eksplicitno
usredsredene mirom. Ustanova javnih ministara koja pocinje da se naziva i amba-
sadorima uobli¢avajuca u zavrSnici evropskog Srednjevekovlja bila je formacija za mir
jer su svojstvo javnog ministra dobijali duznosc¢u da rade za najvise opste dobro, a to je
mir. Moderno doba kada se ustanova ambasadora morala zbog izmena gustine odnosa i
veza i njihove ucestalosti transformisati u neprekidno pregovaranje (fr. négociation conti-
nuelle) radi trazenja, postizanja i Cuvanja mira, postala je nauka o miru. Ranije shvatano
pregovaranje kao nauka u odnosu na sve danas posebne nauke u podrucju drustvenih
nauka bilo je to od pocetaka, Diplomatija, po prvi put, stize do mira kao svoje sidrece
svrhe tek skoro. Njeno transformisanje ka miru desava se u okolnostima kada je digitalno
prozimanje fizickog sveta ukinulo smislenost pojma virtuelno i analogno.

Nas sitni ljudski kosmos, ,,cosmion®, kako ga je nazivao Erik Vogelin (Eric
Voegelin) rastrzan je nesmirenostima. Podrhtava ovaj celi svemir nase ljudske porodice
na ,,3-¢em kamenu od Sunca“ (,,3rd Rock From theSun”), kako je duhovito odreden
"kosmopoliticki’ nas jedini dom u izuzetno popularnoj americkoj ,,komediji situacije*
(en. sitcom) istog naziva. Glavni junaci sitkoma emitovanog od 1996. do 2001. godine
su Cetiri vanzemaljca odaslata na ,,3-¢i kamen od Sunca“ da posmatraju, ali sa ucestvo-
vanjem, ponasanja ljudi. Kako bi sproveli istrazivanje preuzimaju ljudsko oblicje

Proverimo da i je
to tako sagledavanjem da li diplomatija pravi partnerstvo moci stvaranja sveta sa ku-
Iturom mira i nenasilja u mo¢nom partnerstvu sa odrzivim razvojem i globalnom vla-
davinom vestacke inteligencije. Posebno partnerstvo sa globalnom vladavinom vestacke
inteligencije kako ne bi dobila nekog svog Openhajmera i svoju verziju ,,Projekat Men-
heten®.

Koliko je diplomatija proizvodna govore ¢injenice njenih uspeha. Prvo, kultura
mira i nenasilja od konceptualizacije do operacionalizacije je proizvod diplomatije koja
jeste ,,najbolje sto je Covecanstvo da sada stvorilo da sila ne bi sama vladala svetom*.

Mada je ,,Agenda 2030 klju¢ni dokument
prakti¢ne politike za zaokret ka odrzivosti, ipak nije celokupni stvoreni okvir ostvarivanja
sveobuhvatne globalne politike odrzivosti. Nesporno je 2015. godina bila vanredno
plodna u sporazumnom uspostavljanju sveobuhvatnog okvira vodenja ove politike.

Tada je okvir umrezenog vodenja sveobuhvatne globalne politike odrzivosti
ocelovljen postignutom novom ,.klimatskom pogodbom* iskazanom uspesnom izradom
od 30. novembra do 13. decembra ,,Pariskog sporazuma o promeni klime*.

GEOKULTURA RAZVOJA, EVROINTEGRACIJSKI
PROCESI I KULTURA MIRA NA BALKANU

Rezime

Savremeni Balkan ima “mo¢nu ontologiju” (M. Todorova) bez cijeg je
razumevanja teSko odgonetnuti dinamiku aktuelnih kulturnih, socijalnih i politickih
procesa u savremenosti.

Istrazivanjem specifi¢ne geokulture razvoja Balkana moze se do¢i do sintetickih
i relevantnih zakljuc¢aka o odnosu geografije, kulture i politike na ovom prostoru; o de-
jstvu racionalnih strategija drustvenih aktera, i iracionalnih faktora (matrica “kolektivno
nesvesnog” /Jung/) u drustvenim promenama na Balkanu kroz istoriju i u savremenosti.

Na “balkanskom krstu” i geopolitickom ¢voru ukrstaju se ucinci brojnih civi-
lizacija 1 kultura. PomeSan sa balkanskim “etnickim koktelom” (Z. Bzezinski) i
geostrateskim igrama velikih sila, njihov uticaj daje specifi¢nu sliku ovog prostora kao
podeljenog iznutra i spolja, razapetog izmedu proslosti i buduénosti, izmedu procesa re-
tradicionalizacije i modernizacije.

Proizvodnja rata i mira na Balkanu, kroz istoriju i u savremenosti, nazalost, vise
je zavisila od odnosa spoljnih sila mo¢i nego medusobnih odnosa balkanskih naroda.
Nema, medutim, trajnog mira i stabilnosti u regionu ukoliko nije plod interesa i dogovora
samih balkanskih naroda.

Kljucne reci: paradigma geokulture, Balkan, Srbija, evrointegracijski procesi, ku-

Uvod

Geokulturna paradigma razvoja definisana je u radovima poznatih istrazivaca Jo-
vana Cviji¢a i Pitrima Sorokina pocetkom XX veka i Imanuela Volerstrina i Vjeceslava
Kuznjecova na kraju XX veka. Pod njom se podrazumeva zajednicki osobeni kulturni
imenitelj vrednosnih obrazaca, orjentacija i tipa delanja i razvoja, koji dele narodi,
drustva i grupe na jednom geoprostoru kao pripadnici odredenih civilizacija. U tom
smislu moze se re¢i da postoji najmanje onoliko geokultura koliko i tipova civilizacija
u svetu. Treba, medutim, napomenuti da se pojmovi geokulture i civilizacije ne moraju
uvek poklapati, te da postoje geoprostori na kojima se ukrstaju razlicite civilizacije, Sto
dalje ¢ini pojam geokulture komlpleksnijim i protivurecnijim.
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Balkan je upravo takav prostor na kome se seku razne civilizacije. Zato mozemo
govoriti o osobenostima balkanske geokulture razvoja. O tome su izmedu ostalih, pisali
J. Cviji¢, Trajan Stojanovié, M. Todorova, B. Babi¢, Lj. Mitrovi¢.

Balkanska paradigma geokulture razvoja upravo zivi u protivrecju razlicitih, cesto
suprotstavljenih ali i konvergentnih sistema vrednosti i kulturnih orjentacija:
pravoslavlja, katolicizma, i islama. Sve se to izrazava u razli¢itim sverama zivota — od
rada, preko religije do politike. Savremeni Balkan sve manje zivi u znaku geo-
istorije i geopolitike, ali je duh geokulture — kulturna tradicija, i moderne inovacije, ono
$to odreduje njegovu drustvenu i kuluturnu dinamiku.

Na kraju XX veka izvrSena je geopoliticka tranzicija Balkana. On je od prostora
ravnoteze izmedu Istoka i Zapada, sve viSe okrenut Zapadu tj. Evropskoj uniji. Postavlja
se pitanje: Sta je ova geopoliti¢ka tranzicija Balkana? Ukljucivanje u svetsku podelu rada
i modernizacijske tokove ili nove oblike porobljivanja i marginalizacije od strane snaga
mondijalizovanog kapitala i globalizma?

Nase je misljenje da Balkan treba da izgradi autonomnu strategiju unutarbalkanske
integracije (ekonomske, politi¢ke i kulturne) i da kao takav — ulazi u Sire integracione
celine i na Zapadu i na Istoku. U suprotnom, njegovo priklanjanje ovoj ili onoj integraciji
moze dovesti zemlje Balkana u inferiorni polozaj — evropske poluperiferije i periferije.
Danas je izvesno da je prosirenje EU na Istok diktirano logikom kapitala transnacionalne
korporacije i1 vojnopoliticke moc¢i (NATO-a), a ne filantropskim razlozima.

Strategija neoliberalne zavisne modernizacije, koja se od strane zemalja svetskog
centra namece zemljama u tranziciji i koju nekriticki slede novodemokratske kompro-
dorske elite, pod firmom reforme i modernizacije, dovela je do periferizacije privrede,
drustva i kulture ovih zemalja. To je posebno vidljivo i izraZzeno na primeru zemalja
Balkana.

Balkanskim zemljama je danas neophodno otreznjenje. Formiranje novih kritickih
elita — koje ¢e reafirmisati ideju “Balkan — balkanskim narodima” i konfederaciju balka-
nskih naroda. Ma koliko se ova ideja ¢inila staromodnom u uslovima globalizacije i
evrointe-gracije, valja re¢i da ona ima znacaj i vrednost. Saradnja, kultura mira,
razumevanje, solidarnost — respekt razlicitosti ali 1 afirmacija zajednickog interesa,
moraju biti ideje vodilje novim elitama na Balkanu, na putu razvoja njihovih zemalja —
u buduénost.

U suprotnom, Balkan ¢e ostati poligon arbitriranja tudih sila, nova zona zemalja
svetskih kolonija i protektoracije.

PoloZaj Balkana u savremenim geostrateskim odmeravanjima

Savremeni Balkan, kao region, u znaku je “lumpenrazvoja” ili “subrazvoja” (A.
G. Frank), kao zona novih zavisnih drustava kapitalizma poluperiferije, sa devastiranim
privredama i slabim drzavicama, sa kompradorskom burzoazijom i satelitskim elitama.
Bez obzira na pompeznu politi¢ku graju novodemokratskih elita o evropskoj orijentaciji
i demokratskim reformama, prema realnom dometu promena, socijalnoj strukturi i
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kvalitetu zivota, Balkan vise sli¢i latinoameri¢kim drustvima nego modernom evro-
pskom drustvu. S obzirom na jo$ uvek veliku optere¢enost prosloscu, adekvatnijim se
¢ini teorijski pristup vezan za geoistoriju i kulturolosku paradigmu o ulozi nasleda i
kolektivno nesvesnog, negoli teorija modernizacije i institucionalisticki pristupi koji su
vezani za politiCke projekte novih elita. Bez obzira na to $to je izgubio “geostratesku
rentu”, koju je imao u doba hladnog rata, Balkan jo$ uvek ima odredeni znacaj. Geopoli-
ticki, zbog svog regionalnog polozaja kao prostora koji presecaju kljuéne komunikacije
na relaciji Istok — Zapad — Sever — Jug; geoekonomski, zbog toga §to ¢e tu pro¢i novi
putevi nafte od Istoka ka Zapadu, tj. od Crnog do Jadranskog mora (od Konstance do
Dragaca), odnosno od Crnog mora prema Srednjoj i Zapadnoj Evropi; vojro-politicki,
jer se na ovom prostoru zele dislocirati baze i vojska iz Centralne i Zapadne Evrope,
blize Bliskom istoku i Kaspijskom regionu; strategijski, jer SAD, “pokri¢em” Balkana
1 svojim uticajem na njegovu “stabilnost i nestabilnost” na prostoru “etnickog koktela”
(Z. Bzezinski), zeli da Evropu drzi u Sah-poziciji i da, u zavisnosti od sopstvenih
geostrateskih interesa, remeti njenu stabilnost, ¢ini je ranjivom i potencijalno konfli-
ktnom.

Bez obzira na minimiziranje uloge Balkana u transkontinentalnim geostrateskim
igrama u uslovima globalizacije, moc¢i novih tehnologija, i nastupajué¢em dobu “pokre-
tnih imperija”, savremeni Balkan ima joS$ uvek veliki znac¢aj u trouglu na relaciji Evropa
— SAD - Evroazija (odnosno na dugom marsu — putu novih gospodara svetskog poretka,
sa SAD na ¢elu prema Evroaziji), ako ne mostobrana, onda “nosaca” i “pristanista” s
jedne strane, izmedu SAD i Evroazije, a s druge, u odnosima SAD i Evrope, on je po-
tencijalno “bure baruta”, tj. mogu¢i faktor stalne destabilizacije evropske sigurnosti.

U ovom kontekstu geostrateskih odmeravanja Evrope i SAD, upravo je prostor
bivse Jugoslavije, a pre svega Kosovo i na¢in reSavanja njegovog statusa, politicki “la-
kmus” na kome danas evropska diplomatija i geopolitika polazu veliki ispit. Nezavisno
Kosovo — ¢emu otvoreno, preferiraju americki jastrebovi (podrzavajuéi velikoalbanski
projekat) — faktor je ne samo dezintegracije drzavnog suvereniteta Srbije, ve¢ i izvor
stalne nestabinosti na Balkanu i u Evropi. Stoga je brza evrointegracija Balkana, bez
njegove dalje politicke fragmentacije, uslov mira i napretka ne samo Balkana, ve¢ i
Evrope.

Aktuelne geopoliticke tendencije u regionu ukazuju na to da je Balkan joS uvek
ranjiv. One se manifestuju u slede¢im oblicima: Kosovo tezi nezavisnosti uz otvorenu
podrsku SAD; u Bosni je prisutna tendencija ka intergralizmu, tj. redefinisanju i poni-
Stavanju Dejtonskog sporazuma (odnosno potapanje drzavnosti Republike Srpske);
izvrSena je dezintegracija Srbije i Crne Gore, uz potporu briselske birokratije; izmedu
Grka i1 Turaka postoje naboji oko Kipra; u Makedoniji trajno je prisutan problem inte-
gracije albanske manjine; Albanija je u znaku slabe drzave, koja ne kontroliSe svoj pro-
stor 1 u kojoj postoji snazan uticaj kartela narko-mafije i uticaj spoljnih sila na politiku
zemlje; prisutno je nereSeno pitanje manjina u Hrvatskoj. Recju, Balkan je jo§ uvek
ranjiv i konfliktan i krhki mir viSe poc¢iva na prinudi spoljnih faktora, nego na organskoj
integraciji balkanskih privreda i druStava. Otuda imamo nadmetanje SAD i EU oko
pravca upravljanja krizom na Balkanu.
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Mir se, za sada, na Balkanu odrzava zahvaljujuéi a) vojnoj prinudi (NATO), b)
politickoj pomo¢i OUN i ¢) ekonomskoj pomo¢i EU. No, sve je to krhko i moze ponovo
puci, ako se zemlje jugoistocne Evrope brze ne ukljuce u EU. Izlaz iz krize na prostoru
Balkana i perspektivu treba traziti kroz razvoj 1 brzu integraciju balkanskog prostora u
EU, ali i kroz izgradnju autonomne strategije razvoja i saradnje medu samim balkanskim
zemljama. Tek u tom kontekstu novih balkanskih ekonomskih, politi¢kih i kulturnih in-
tegracija, modernizacije i razvoja, Balkan moze postati, u istorijskom smislu, punopra-
van, ali i punoletan (kao ekonomski i politi¢ki partner) ¢lan zajednice evropskih nacija.
U suprotnom, formalno uklju¢ivanje u institucije EU, bez kvalitetnih promena unutar
njega samog, Balkan ¢e zadrzati u zoni nove svetske periferije 1 zavisnog drustva, ¢iji je
regionalni prostor u funkciji dominacije interesa krupnog kapitala i neokolonijalne pro-
tektoracije. Takav Balkan, medutim, sa svojom kompradorskom burzoazijom i vazalskim
politickim elitama, predstavljace ambivalentnu tvorevinu preko koje ¢e globalni
geostrateski akter (SAD) Evropu “drzati u Sahu”, koristeci balkanske elite za saradnike
1 “partnere” u ostvarivanju globalne hegemonije.

Zaklju¢ne marginalije o geopolitickoj tranziciji Balkana
i poloZaju Srbije (na pocetku novog milenijuma)

Savremeni Balkan se na kraju XX veka i1 pocetku tre¢eg milenijuma ponovo
nasao u zoni zemalja svetske poluperiferije kao regija, geoprostor, koji je u geopolitickoj
tranziciji. Ta tranzicija je delom dobrovoljna a delom prisilna. Ona je inicirana implo-
zijom socijalizma i raspadom bipolarne ravnoteze sveta (1989. godine).

Kao posledica ove tranzicije (ili ovih procesa) imamo okretanje Balkana Zapadu,
Evropskoj uniji i evroatlantskim integracijama, Sirenje NATO-a na Istok, rekolonizaciju
1 protekturaciju ovog prostora.

Pod firmom sprovodenja projekta modernizacije, po meri interesa snaga imperi-
jalnog svetskog centra, nove kompradorske politicke elite u balkanskim zemljama ucinile
su radikalni zaokret od Istoka i saradnje sa Rusijom, ka zapadnoj alijansi.

Posledice ovih procesa nisu samo istiskivanje Rusije sa Balkana, ve¢ mnogo Sire
i sloZenije. One zahtevaju dublja istrazivanja i geopoliti¢ke procene.

Iako se u uslovima novih tehnologija i informatickog umrezavanja globalizovanog
sveta smanjio znacaj geoprostora a ulogu geopolitike zamenila nova geostrategija oslonjena
na nove tehnologije, geoekonomiji i geokulturi, valja ista¢i da ne treba tako brzo i olako
odpisivati i znacaj geopolitike. Obnovi geopolitike u novim uslovima i geopolitici za XXI
vek, izmedu ostalog, pisu francuski geopolitikolozi Fransoa Tial i Iv Lakoste.

Balkan posle II svetskog rata, u doba Jalte i hladnog rata bio je faktor ravnoteze.
No, ne treba zaboraviti da je on kao geoprostor, zbog ekonomskih i ekoloskih resursa,
paikao geostrategisjki ¢vor i dalje vrlo znacajan. Upravo zbog geostrategijskih interesa
velikih sila njihove misije u XXI veku na Istok, prema velikom Balkanu evroazisjkom
prostoru, na kome ¢e se kako istice Z Bzezinski u XXI veku voditi presudne bitke za
liderstvo i svetsku dominaciju. (Videti “Veliku Sahovsku tablu”,1997.)
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Za osvajanje malog Balkana najpre je bilo potrebno razbiti po svaku cenu SFRJ
kao centralnu zemlju. To je bio interes transnacionlanih korporacija i velikih sila (Ne-
macke 1 SAD). Osvajanje Balkana ¢injeno je mekom i tvrdom strategijom, pod firmom
“demokratske tranzicije”, ali 1 “ognjem i mac¢em”, vojnim intervencionizmom u Bosni
1 Kosovu pod firmom “milosrdni andeo”, zatim i1 pod firmom uvlacenja zemalja ovog
prostora u procese evrointegracije i evroatlantskih struktura (EU, parnerstvo za mir,
NATO).

Da bi se ovo realizovalo, procesi tzv. tihe antirevolucije i neprincipijalne antiju-
goslovenske koalicije u miru, posle 1990. godine pretvoreni su u otvorene procese de-
zintegracije, politicke atomizacije, tj. stvaranja umesto SFRJ, uz pomo¢ Zapada
patuljastih dzepnih drzava, pod njegovim protektoratom. Posle raspada SFRJ, ova pla-
tforma transformisana je u antisrpsku koaliciju, a pravac njenog delovanja je dezinte-
gracija Srbije. Zbog toga je Srbija stigmatizovana kao da zeli da sledi velokosrpski
projekat, a fakticki se na delu sprovodi politika Zapada (pre svega SAD i Velike Bri-
tanije) velikoalbanski projekat — nezavisno Kosovo.

Kontroverze oko statusa Kosova u poslednje dve godine to su najocitije pokazale.
Svim silama, pritiscima i ucenama od strane SAD-a delimi¢no i EU, ono se Zeli istrgnuti
iz suvereniteta Srbije.

Procene su geopolitiCara da se strategija dezintegracije Srbije (sada “torzo
drzava”) nece zaustaviti na Kosovu, ve¢ da ¢e se nastaviti njeno razaranje najmanje u
dva pravca (Vojvodina i Sandzak), a mogucée i viSe. Ta strategija cepanja Srbije danas se
izvodi pod firmom regionalizma, koji u Srbiji navodno treba da ima drzavni karakter, a
ne karakter funkcionalne demokratizacije. Da ne bi bilo nesporazuma: Srbiji je kao mo-
dernoj i demokratskoj drzavi i ne samo njoj, potrebna regionalizacija, kao ekonomsko-
kulturna strategija, kao projekat politicke decentralizacije vlasti i faktor participativne
demokratije, ali ne i kao faktor nastajanja novih drzavnih entiteta i njihovih surogata,
koji bi cepali njen suverenitet i integritet.

Imajuci u vidu sadasnji geopoliti¢ki polozaj Srbije, njenu oslabljenu mo¢ i ra-
njivost, mora se pazljivo i racionalno upravljati njenim drzavnim brodom, ako se ne zeli
pretvoriti u novi Titanik. Zbog toga je neophodno otvoreno raspraviti sva pitanja vezana
za decentralizaciju i demokratizaciju politickog sistema u Srbiji, imajuéi u vidu teorijska
i prakti¢na iskustva u svetu, i potraziti optimalni model njenog regionalnog razvoja koji
bi bio u funkciji njenog razvoja, modernizacije i demokratizacije, ali i oCuvanje njenog
suvereniteta i integriteta.

Imajuéi u vidu dejstvo centrifugalnih i centripetalnih sila u Srbiji kao i njen
geopoliticki polozaj i geostrategijske interese velikih sila, sa drzavom se u Srbiji mora
pazljivo, racionalno postupati. Da bi se odgovorilo izazovima vremena, pre svega daljem
razvoju proizvodnih snaga, Srbija treba da ude u procese evrointegracije i EU, ali ne i
NATO. Ona treba da zadrzi vojnu neutralnost, zadovoljavajuéi se ulaskom u partnerstvo
Za mir.

Srbija mora redefinisati svoju strategiju razvoja od geopolitike ka geoekonomiji
1 geokulturi. Ona se za promenu svog geopolitickog polozaja mora dugoroc¢no boriti kroz
realizaciju geoekonomskih i geokulturnih ciljeva razvoja. Samo privredni oporavak i
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stvaranje jake privrede i razvoj kulture i nove autonomne politicke elite mogu u per-
spektivi Srbiju vratiti u porodicu uvazenih zemalja, a ne politicko sluganstvo 1 kapitu-
lacija.

Sadasnje stanje ni rata ni mira (ili kako bi R. Aron rekao “ratobornog mira i
mirotvornog rata”) na prostoru Srbije i Balkana mora biti preovladano, novom strategi-
jom saradnje i poverenja medu balkanskim narodima, reafirmacijom ideje programa
Balkan — balkanskim narodima, ¢ija bi realizacija omogucila partnerstvo balkanskih na-
roda za mir 1 razvoj u regionu, i u isto vreme pruzila Sansu Srbiji da predahne i da se
vrati razvojnim problemima i modernim strategijama delovanja da racionalno otvara
kapije buduénosti.

Zbog toga mi se ¢ini da treba naglasiti potrebu za redefinisanje nacionalne strate-
gije Srbije od usko geopolitickih pitanja ka geoekonomiji i geokulturi razvoja. Smatram
da se razvojem privrede i kulture mogu savladati negativni efekti sadasnjeg geopolitickog
polozaja Srbije u kontekstu savremene geopoliticke tranzicije Balkana.

U ovom kontekstu razmatranja polozaja Srbije — u procesu globalizacije i
geopoliticke tranzicije Balkana — posebno treba istaci znacaj saradnje Srbije sa Repu-
blikom Srpskom, Crnom Gorom, i drugim susedima na Balkanu, ali i sa Rusijom
posebno u ekonomskom i kulturnom pogledu. Nikakva politika ne treba da narusi nas
geostrategijski interes za saradnju sa ovom evroazijskom zemljom bliske etnokulture,
dubokog i pravog prijateljstva izmedu nasih naroda.

Umesto zakljucka

Vecina balkanskih zemalja, nakon implozije socijalizma u procesu tranzicije, sledi
neoliberalnu strategiju zavisne modernizacije, koja ovaj region ¢ini zonom periferizacije
privrede i drustva.

Balkanske elite okrenute se izazovima evrointegracije i ovaj “trend” prenose na
ostatak stanovnistva. U ovoj formuli one traze ne samo izlaz iz sadasnjeg kriznog stanja,
nego i sagledavaju perspektivu svog daljeg razvoja.

Savremeni Balkan joS uvek je ranjiv. U senci je sablazni geoistorije i u stanju ne-
dovrSenog rata i neizgradenog mira. Stoga je izgradnja nove kulture mira i politike mu-
Itikulturalizma i etnicke tolerancije klju¢na karika moderne politike razvoja Balkana.

Kultura mira na Balkanu povezana je sa globalnim, regionalnim i nacionalnim strate-
gijama druStvenog razvoja i prevladavanja strukturnih nejednakosti u savremenom svetu.
Nije mogu¢ trajan mir medu narodima ako su oni socijalno fragmentisani i klasno porobljeni.
Unutrasnja sloboda gradana i naroda uvek je, manje ili vise, uslovljavala i njihovu spoljnu
slobodu i kvalitet medunacionalnih, medudrzavnih i globalnih odnosa i obrnuto.

Samo se u kljuc¢u multipolarnog i socijaldemokratskog razvoja sveta i procesa re-
gionalne i evropske integracije moze oc¢ekivati napredak i mir na Balkanu. U suprotnom,
moguce su nove deobe i sukobi, koji bi dalje devastirali ovaj geoprostor.

Istrazivanje racionalnih pretpostavki za razvoj, mir i integraciju na Balkanu naj-
vazniji je zadatak naucnika i intelektualaca. Nema veceg pozvanja od te misije intele-
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ktualaca da vlastitim istrazivanjima sluze istini, dobroti, emancipaciji i miru medu
ljudima i narodima.

Geoculture of development, euroentegration processes and the culture
of peace at the Balkans

Summary

Contemporary Balkan region has a “powerful ontology” (M. Todorova) that
needs to be understood since otherwise it would be difficult to decipher the dynamics of
the current social, political and cultural processes.

Exploring the specific geoculture of the Balkan development can lead to syncretic
and relevant conclusions about the relationships among geography, culture and politics
in the region as well as about the effect of both the rational strategies of social actors
and of the irrational factors (matrices of the “collective unconscious” (Jung)) in thesocial
changes at the Balkans in the past and at present.

At the “Balkan cross” and the geopolitical knot there are achievements of nu-
merous civilization and cultures intersecting, even more mixed with the Balkan “ethnic
cocktail” (Z. Bzezynsky) and geostrategic games of the great powers. Their influence
gives a specific picture of this region as divided both outside and inside, torn between
the past and the present, between the processes of retraditionalization and moderniza-
tion.

The production of war and peace at the Balkans, in the past and at present, unfor-
tunately, has been more dependent on the great power relations than interrelations among
the Balkan peoples. However, there will be no lasting peace and stability in the region
without the mutual agreement of the peoples in the Balkans themselves.

TESLINI STAVOVI O STRAHOTAMA RATNIH SUKOBA

Tesla je bio naucnik, pronalaza¢ i humanista koji je svoje izume stvarao za do-
brobit ¢ove¢anstva a ne za unistenje ljudi. Nazalost, Teslina humana vizija buduénosti
bila je pogre$na. Kao i mnogi drugi nauénici verovao je da ce oruZje koje stavlja
covecanstvu na raspolaganje oznaciti kraj ratovima. Umesto toga, brojni izumi, pa i nje-
govi, doprineli su da ratovi postanu krvaviji i razorniji. To otkrivaju ¢lanci, intervjui i
rukopisne beleske Nikole Tesle o razli¢itim aspektima ratnih sukoba.

Svestan ¢injenice da se dogodilo upravo ono $to nikada nije zeleo, Tesla je, posle
zavrsetka Prvog svetskog rata, dvadesetih godina proslog veka, napisao sledecu izjavu
koja nikada nije objavljena: ,,U ovom trenutku mnogi najsposobniji umovi pokusavaju
da osmisle sredstva za spreCavanje ponavljanja uzasnog sukoba koji je samo teoretski
okoncan i ¢ije sam trajanje i glavna pitanja ta¢no predvideo u ¢lanku Stampanom u Sanu
od 20. decembral914. Liga naroda nije lek vec naprotiv, po misljenju jednog broja ko-
mpetentnih ljudi, moze doneti upravo suprotne rezultate. Nacijama ¢e biti omoguceno
da se bore bez armija, brodova ili topova, daleko stra$nijim oruzjem, ¢iji dometi i razorne
akcije prakticno ne postoje; bilo koji grad na bilo kojoj udaljenosti od neprijatelja moze
biti uniSten i nikakva sila na zemlji ne moze da ga spreci u tome. Ako zelimo da spre¢imo
nadolazecu nesrecu i stanje stvari koje bi ovu planetu moglo da pretvori u pakao, trebalo
bi da podstaknemo razvoj letecih magina i bezi¢nog prenosa energije bez trenutka odla-
ganja i svom snagom i sredstvima nacije®.

Tesla izjavljuje da ¢e ukinuti rat.

Pod ovim naslovom Njujork herald je 8. novembra 1898. godine objavio ¢lanak
u ¢ijem je podnaslovu naglaseno da ,,carobnjak elektriciteta objavljuje da je usavrsio
primenu struje koja ce omoguciti uni§tavanje borbenih brodova na bilo kojoj udaljenosti
od operativne baze.”

Ovo je zapravo prvi put da Tesla najavljuje razvoj sile za koju veruje da je, kako
se to navodi u uvodnom delu ¢lanka, “predodredena da odmah uvede eru umverzalnog
mira demonstracijom svoje sposobnosti da bez mogucnosti odbrane unisti najmocnije
naoruzanje svih pomorskih sila.”

Ne treba zaboraviti da je te godine, na prvoj izlozbi elektricnih aparata u Medison
Skver Gardenu, u Njujorku, Tesla prvi put javno demonstrirao svoj teledirigovani brodic,
¢ime je zapravo zapocela era daljinskog upravljanja, bez cega je danas koris¢enje savremenih
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tehnologija prakticno nezamislivo. Istoga dana kada je objavljen ovaj ¢lanak, Patentni ured
SAD odobrio je njegov patent pod nazivom ,,Nac¢in upravljanja i aparatura mehanizma za
upravljanje pokretnim plovnim objektima ili vozilima®, koji je Tesla podneo nekoliko meseci
ranije, 1. jula 1898. Patentom su zasti¢eni osnovna aparatura i tehnike daljinskog upravljanja,
au podnesku patenta Tesla je objasnio da je osmislio neke nove nacine za kontrolisanje ope-
racija iz daljine kod plovecih objekata koji imaju motore sa propelerom.

3D kompjuterski model Teslinog teledirigovanog brodi¢a

Na ovu ¢injenicu podseca i Casopis Elektrikal endzinier u tekstu ,,Tesla i car®,
koji je objavljen 17.novembra 1898. godine: ,,Koliko je rat okupirao ogromnu paznju
javnosti pokazuje Cinjenica da je ¢ak i genijalni Tesla bio primoran da nacini izume u
toj oblasti. Patent koji mu je izdat prosle nedelje ukazuje na to da veruje da torpeda i
torpedni ¢amci, koji su bili toliko beskorisni 1 neupravljivi u poslednjem sukobu sa
Spanijom, mogu biti vredniji ako ih mornarica u potpunosti kontrolie sa obale i ukoliko
budu bez ikakve posade... Tesla je veoma optimisti¢an da ce to zaustaviti rat i mi se od
sveg srca molimo da to bude moguée.*

Vise nego bilo ko drugi, Tesla je u tom trenutku bio svestan ogromnog znacaja
svog najnovijeg izuma. Zato je na ovo svoje istorijsko predvidanje svih mogucih primena
daljinskog uravljanja, ne samo u ratne ve¢ pre svega u mirnodopske svrhe, Tesla po-
dsec¢ao i mnogo godina kasnije.

Tesla u vaznom &lanku iz Njujork heralda navodi da ée ,.rat prestati da bude moguc
kada ceo svet sutra bude saznao da se i najslabiji narod moze odmah snabdeti oruZjem koje ce
njegovu obalu uiniti sigurnom, a luke neprobojne za napade ujedinjenih armada sveta, koje ce
prestati da se grade, a najmocniji oklopi i najstra$nija artiljerija nece biti ni od kakve koristi...

Teslin ¢lanak objavljen u Njujork Heraldu iz novembra 1898. godine, gde prvi put
najavljuje primenu svog izuma koji ¢e omoguciti uniStavanje ratnih brodova sa bilo koje
distance u odnosuna operativnu bazu.
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Tesla u ovom ¢lanku pre svega insistira na mirnodopskoj primeni svog izuma.
Zato posebno naglasava: ,,Bice savrSeno izvodljivo da naSe spasilacke stanice opremimo
¢amcima za spasavanje, upravljanim i kontrolisanim sa obale, koji ce se priblizavati na-
sukanim plovilima i1 odvoziti putnike i posadu bez rizika po Zivote hrabrih spasilaca,
koji su inace prinudeni da se probijaju kroz pobesnelo more; takode se moze koristiti za
pogon ¢amaca, za noSenje pisama, namirnica, instrumenata kao i za mnoge druge komer-
cijalne ili nau¢ne svrhe u nepristupacnim oblastima.”

Dok besni, rat je skup

Pocetak Prvog svetskog rata 1914. godine imao je velikog odjeka i na americkom
kontinentu. Vesti sa evropskih frontova bile su udarne teme americke Stampe, a novinari
su iskazivali posebno interesovanje za procenu mogucénosti nemacke vojne masinerije
da ostvari svoje osvajacke ciljeve. Jedan od najuglednijih sagovornika za takve teme bio
je 1 Nikola Tesla.

Americka javnost ocigledno nije zaboravila njegove hrabre naucne ideje u kojima
je jos 1900.godine, u ¢lanku ,,Problem povecanja ljudske energije, objavljenom u ¢a-
sopisu Senceri, skrenuo paznju na globalne energetske probleme cCovecCanstva u
buduénosti i anticipirao njihova resenja kroz upotrebu obnovljivih izvora energije.

U ovom svom ¢uvenom ¢lanku Tesla se dotakao i rata i ratovanja i priznao gresku
mnogih, pa i svoju, u razmisljanju da ¢e usavrSavanje oruzja velike razorne moci da
zaustavi ratove. Priznao je da je uveren da ¢e svako novo oruzje, svaki novi napredak u
tom pravcu predstavljati samo novi impuls za razvoj ratovanja.

Posle neuspeha svog Zivotnog projekta ,,Svetskog sistema bezi¢nog prenosa‘“ na
Long Ajlendu, tokom duzeg perioda izbegavao je kontakte sa novinarima i objavljivanje
¢lanaka. Medutim, veliko interesovanje javnosti za njegova naucna predvidanja toka
Prvog svetskog rata, motivisace Teslu da da niz intervjua, kao i da se ponovo lati pisanja.
Tako ¢e, u godinama u kojima besni Veliki rat u Evropi, nastati nekoliko zanimljivih
tekstova u kojima se mogu sagledati Teslini suStinski pogledi na rat i njegova razmi-
Sljanja o tome kako zaustaviti ratna razaranja.

Tako u rukopisnim beleskama o ratu, napisanim 1914.godine, Tesla pise razlicite
podatke o ratu, gubicima ljudi u razli¢itim ratnim sukobima (Francusko-pruski rat,
Balkanski rat ...). U ovom rukopisu nalaze se i prepisani novinski podaci o ratnim dej-
stvima s poc¢etka Prvogsvetskog rata.

U Teslinoj zaostavstini, koja se ¢uva u Muzeju Nikole Tesle u Beogradu, nalazi
se 1 tekst pod naslovom ,,Nadolazeci sukob gigantskih razmera® (The Coming Giant
Struggle). Na desetak kucanih stranica, Tesla piSe o podmornicama i minama. Na osnovu
beleske na prvoj strani, ovaj ¢lanak nije publikovan. Nije ni datiran, ali iz prepiske sa
novinarom EdvinomVildmanom vidi se da je pisanje ¢lanka Tesla najverovatnije zavrsio
15. juna 1915. godine.

U Teslinoj licnoj arhivi postoji i njegov intervju o Prvom svetskom ratu za koji ne
postoji podatak da li je publikovan. Napisan je na devet kucanih stranica na osnovu pi-
tanja koja mu je pomenuti novinar dostavio 6. januara 1916. godine.
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Mnogi ¢asopisi iskoristili su Teslinu veliku zainteresovanost za sve aspekte rata.
Tako se u americkom casopisu Njujork san 20. decembra 1914. godine pojavljuje ¢lanak
,,Neki aspekti rata“, sa podnaslovom ,,Nauka i pronalasci su znacajne sile koje ¢e dovesti
do prestanka rata”, u kome Tesla predvida trajanje rata i opisuje nacin i oruzja kojima
¢e se rat voditi. On procenjuje vojne snage koje ¢e ucestvovati sa jedne i druge zaraéene
strane, a govori i oznacaju novih vrsta naoruzanja: o podmornicama, cepelinima, ali i o
bojnim otrovima.

Nesto ranije, te iste godine, o dnevnoj i ukupnoj ceni rata, o broju vojnika koji
¢e uCestvovati u ratnim sukobima, o finansijskim gubicima koji ¢e se zbog ratnih sukoba
odraziti na proizvodnju raznih dobara kao i na komercijalne usluge, Tesla daje svoje
procene u Njujork heraldu 1 Aspen demokratu.

Teslina procena na pocetku Velikog rata o gubicima koje ¢e Covecanstvu doneti
ovaj sukob globalnih razmera
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Njujork herald je 19. avgusta 1914. godine objavio tekst pod naslovom
,»70.000.000.000 dolara iznose gubici prema proceni gospodina Tesle®, koji je samom
cifrom trebalo da impresionira bududeg ¢itaoca. Nesto kasnije, 15.oktobra, gotovo isto-
vetan tekst, pod jednostavnijim ali suStinski istim znacenjem naslova - ,,Rat je skup®,
objavio je i list Aspen demokrat.

U ovim tekstovima, na osnovu pazljive analize, Tesla se bavi finansijskim 1 so-
cioloskim aspektima rata. Navodi da se istinska procena ogromnih gubitaka koji ce

verovatno proizaci iz ove nesrece bez presedana moze naéiniti samo ako se uzme u obzir
njen uticaj na sve faze i uslove individualnog i nacionalnog postojanja. Sve gubitke
naveo je po redosledu njihove velicine:

,,P1vO - privremeno ili trajno smanjenje bogatstva nacija za razliku od prenosivih
hartija od vrednosti.Ukupno bogatstvo zemalja ukljucenih u rat je oko tri stotine milijardi
dolara. Pretpostavimo samo umerenu proizvodnju od deset odsto i pretpostavimo dalje
da rat traje od Sest do sedam meseci ili oko dve stotine dana, kako predvidaju stru¢njaci,
onda ce dnevno smanjenje iznositi 150.000.000 dolara. Naravno, takvo obezvredivanje
fizicke imovine je uglavnom zbog neznanja i malodusnostl ljudi jer imovina pOStO_]l a
neka je neunistiva. Ali, isto tako, zaracene nacije ce izgubiti kredit i kupovnu moc i bice
na neodredeno vreme podvrgnute patnjama i oskudici, $to se sve mora tumaciti kao
posledica gubitka tolikog novca.

Drugo - svi gubici, pojedinacni i kolektivni, uzrokovani meSanjem rata u domen
proizvodnje, industrije i trgovine. Ovo se posebno odrazava na trzisnu vrednost preno-
sivih hartija od vrednosti, koje ¢ine od dvadeset do trideset odsto celokupnog na-
cionalnog bogatstva. Iz ociglednih razloga, oni su skloni da budu veoma veliki, a manjak
moze lako da iznosi 100.000.000 dolara dnevno za gornji period.

Trece - specifiéni gubici zbog unistavanja postojece privatne i javne imovine,
ukljuéujuci orude i ratne materijale. Oni ce u velikoj meri zavisiti od okolnosti, ali mogu
biti od pedeset do sedamdeset pet miliona dolara dnevno.

Cetvrto - gubitak Zivota i onesposobljavanje ranjavanjem i bolestima. Sudeci
prema podacima o Balkanskom ratu, gubici ne mogu biti manji od petnaest posto, §to je
ukupno 3.000.000. Pod pretpostavkom da gubitak po pojedincu iznosi prosecno 2.500
dolara, to ¢e iznositi skoro Cetrnaest miliona dolara dnevno.

Peto - dnevni troskovi vojnih operacija, koji mogu iznositi od dvadeset pet do
trideset miliona dolara.*

Na samom kraju, Tesla zakljucuje da ,,prema ovoj gruboj proceni, ukupan gubitak
ne moze biti mnogo manji od sedamdeset milijardi dolara, $to ¢ini skoro dvadeset pet
odsto ukupnog bogatstva zemalja u svetu. U najboljim okolnostima, bice potrebno od
cetrdeset do pedeset godina da se sanira finansijska Steta, a da ne govorimo o usporavanju
drustvenog napretka usvim pravcima.*

Traktat o miru

U trenutku kada Veliki rat uveliko besni u Evropi, u Sjedinjenim Ameri¢kim
Drzavama,koje ¢e se tek 1917. godine prikljuciti zemljama saveznicama, uveliko se
prave planovi za eventualnu odbranu obala zemlje u slucaju potencijalnog napada nepri-
jatelja. Tim razmisljanjima prikljucio se i Nikola Tesla kroz svoj autorski tekst ,,Luke
na obali — osnovni faktor, uz podnaslov ,,Otpor invaziji po¢iva na adekvatnoj odbrani
na obali, a objavio ga je Njujork san, 8. avgusta 1915. godine.

Teslin autorski tekst ,,Luke na obali - osnovni faktor*,
objavljen u Njujork sanu 1915.godine
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COAST PORTS
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»da potpunim Zzaljenjem*, zapocinje Tesla svoj pogled na ovu vaznu temu,
»gledam na opstu ideju, koja je tako snazno zavladala umovima zemlje, da ucvrsti naSe
obale na takav nac¢in da nijedan neprijatelj nema ni najmanju Sansu da nas uspesno na-
padne. Pouke evropskog rata su takve da ne treba izdvajati nikakve troskove za jacanje
nase mornarice i postavljanje savrSenog sistema obalske odbrane, koji se sastoji od
topova i zemljanih radova i svih vrsta plovila. Podmornica se pokazala toliko iznenadu-
juce efikasnom u sada$njem ratu da ovom tipu treba posvetiti posebnu paznju. Zaista su
pronalazaci ove zemlje ti koji su uradili najbolji posao u tom pravcu i bila bi glupost ne
iskoristiti njihove napredne ideje.*

U nastavku teksta, Tesla otkriva sustinu svog pogleda na najefikasniji sistem
odbrane: ,,0d 1898. zagovaram odbranu obale teleautomatskim torpedima i torpednim
¢amcima, uz pomoc kojih verujem da se obala moze uéiniti neosvojivom. U nedavnim
pubhkacu ama opisao sam svoja najnovija dostignuca u proizvodnji be21cn1h talasa koji
omogucavaju postizanje skoro neograni¢enih intenziteta; sa mocnim predajnicima
postavljenim na odgovarajucim tatkama duz nase obale, na istoku ili zapadu, sve vrste
plovila mogle bi se precizno kontrolisati na onim udaljenostima koliko ih je moguce
otkriti teleskopom sa uzvisenih tacaka obale. Ona bi takode mogla biti vodena do svog
odrediSta sa dirizabla i aviona, a zatim bi se razdaljina mogla produziti po zelji.Vrlo
¢esto se pogresno veruje da bi tako pravilno konstruisan camac mogao biti ometan ele-
ktri¢nim talasima od strane neprijatelja. Davno sam otkrio pronalazak koji omogucava
individualizaciju impulsa koji vode plovilo tako da ometajuci uticaji nemaju apsolutno
mkakvog efekta. Jos jedna pogreSna 1deja jedase podmornlce ne mogu kontrolisati pod
vodom. Cinjenica je da se to mozZe postici sa lakocom.*

Tesla u nastavku ovog ¢lanka najavljuje joS jedno svoje cudesno otrkrice, koje
jos uvek nije spreman da objavi, ali zahvaljuju¢i kome ¢e svaka zemlja moci da se
odbrani tako Sto ¢e,,njene granice za neprijatelja biti neprobojne kao granitni zidovi de-
beli 30 metara“.
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Na kraju svog teksta, kao $to to uobicajeno €ini, Tesla saopstava svoj filozofski
pogled na temu, ovoga puta sa mozda utopijskom vizijom buduénosti, ali svakako sa
iskrenim ubedenjem da je to pravi nacin da se postigne svetski mir.

,.Eliminacija rata iz civilizacije bice spor proces*, zapoéinje Tesla ovaj svoj kratki
traktat o miru, ,,i prvo moramo poceti tako Sto cemo iz srca iskoreniti ideju patriotizma.
Ljudska bica ne bi trebalo da imaju pojma $ta god to znadi i trebalo bi da se to izbaci iz
re¢nika. Moramo ukinuti linije razgranicenja izmedu drzava i nacija i postepeno uskladiti
nase stavove kako bismo svi imali iste ideje. Verujem da je takav rezultat moguc samo
kroz uniStavanje udaljenosti, a najsavrsenije, ako ne i jedino sredstvo za to je umetnost
bezi¢nog prenosa u svim segmentima. Kada budemo imali sistem koji emituje bezi¢nu
energiju za Gitav svet, kada budemo vozili nase letece masine po &itavoj planeti i budemo
imali instalacije koje dozvoljavaju trenutni prenos ljudskog glasa, likova i slika ljudi na
bilo koju razdaljinu, tada cemo biti spremni da ovaj veliki globus koji ¢e se smanjiti do
veli¢ine olovke smatramo jednom i jedinom zemljom, podjednakom za sve, bez privi-
legija u odnosu na rasu ili naciju.Tada cemo moéi da zaboravimo patriotizam i
pripremimo se za univerzalni mir.*

Rat u Etiopiji

Pod naslovom ,,Nikola Tesla pric¢a kako bi branio Etiopiju od italijanske inva
zije*, Detroit tajms objavio je opSiran intervju sa Teslom 22. septembra 1935. godine,
neposredno pre nego $to su 3. oktobra 1935. godine italijanske oruzane snage bez objave
rata prodrle iz Eritreje na teritoriju Etiopije. Za agresiju protiv Etiopije, ¢iji su ratnici
dobrim delom koristili koplja i strele, Rim je angazovao preko 400.000 vojnika, 76 ratnih
brodova, tenkove, avijaciju i topove. Uprkos ogromnoj nadmoci, italijanske trupe su se
sa mukom probijale kroz etiopijsku teritoriju. Naravno, u sukobu neravnopravnih snaga
Etiopija je morala da poklekne. Ovaj drugi Italijansko-etiopijski rat trajao je sedam
meseci i danas se sagledava kao uvertira za Drugi svetski rat i demonstracija neefika-
snosti Lige naroda.

Musolini je maja 1936.godine saopstio da je Etiopija kona¢no osvojena, iako su
u tom trenutku njegove trupe drzale samo jednu tre¢inu zemlje. Pod vlascu Italije, rog
Afrike je ostao sve do 1941. godine, kada su britanske snage odatle potisnule italijanske
legionare.

Posebno je zanimljivo da je ovaj intervju sa Teslom nacinio Dzordz Silvester
Virek (1884-1962), nemacko-americki pesnik, pisac i pronemacki propagandista. Radio
je u ime nacisticke Nemacke, $to je bio sasvim legalan nacin da gradanin SAD zaradi
novac ako kaze Vladi $ta radi i ko ga placa.

,Masina koja ¢e zaustaviti rat“ - Cesto citirani ¢lanak iz ameri¢kog ¢asopisa Liberti
o Teslinim predvidanjima budu¢nosti

Iako se na prvi pogled moze pomisliti da je Virek bio zainteresovan za Teslino
misljenje o onome Sta Musolini priprema da ucini, kao budu¢i Hitlerov saveznik u Dru-
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gom svetskomratu, okolnosti su bile upravo suprotne jer je nacisticka Nemacka potajno
pomagala Etiopljane u ovom sukobu kako bi oslabila Musolinija. Naime, u to vreme
Hitler je planirao aneksiju Austrije pa je Zeleo da oslabi Italiju jer tadasnji odnosi izmedu
Nemacke i Italije nisu bili najbolji. Zato i ne ¢udi Virekova zainteresovanost za Teslu,
koji je u to vreme izazvao veliku paZnju javnosti najavama svog tajnog oruzja, koje su
novinari senzacionalisticki oznacavali kao zrake smrti. Uostalom, i sam je ranije inter-
vjuisaoTeslu na tu temu i za Casopis Liberti napravio opSiran ¢lanak ,,Masina koja ¢e
zaustaviti rat”, koji je objavljen 9. februara 1935. godine. Virek je zeleo da sazna da li
se tim pronalaskom slabi mogu zastititi od jakih. Zato u samom uvodu navodi Teslinu
tvrdnju da bi njegovi izumi mogli da uniste Citave gradove i1 izbace napadacke flote
aviona van upotrebe na velikoj udaljenosti i pita se da li bi Etiopija mogla da upotrebi
ova sredstva da zadrzi Musolinija?
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Tesla u ovom intervjuu nije govorio o svom tajnom oruzju vec je na Virekovo
prvo i vrlo direktno pitanje ,,Sta biste uradili da ste car Etiopije?*, pretezno govorio o
svom videnju spasavanja siromasnog etiopskog naroda. ,,Rasuo bih svoj narod po gustim
Sumovitim predelima®, kaze izmedu ostalog Tesla, ,,i rekao im da lukavstvom moraju
da nadoknade ono §to im nedostaje u snazi kako bi izbegli uniStenje.

Ako bi Etiopija bila osvojena, to bi se pokazalo kao rak koji izjeda su-
pstancu Italije. Italijani nikada nisu bili uspesni kolonizatori...

Drzeci nad beskiémenom Ligom naroda kao Damoklov mag pretnju jo$ jednim
svetskim ratom, strasnijim od prvog, Musolini je uspeo da uplasi njene ¢lanove, tako da
se spremaju da se nepravedno obracunaju sa nacijom ¢ija je jedina mana njena slabost -
sa narodom koji je postojao pre rodenja Romula i Rema i zadrzao svoju nezavisnost
preko tri hiljade godina. Bez obzira na to koji kompromisi budu usvojeni, Etiopljani ce
radije umreti nego predati svoju nezavisnost; zato, bilo da je u pitanju mir ili rat, predstoji
mnogo nevolja.”

U cilju izbegavanja vestackog mira odnosno kreiranja pouzdanih in-
formacija, razli¢itim normativima (uredbe, smernice, strategije, zakoni) svi pravni pro-
cesi su regulisani.

Najznacajniji faktori koji doprinose miru, naravno da su nacin i vid komunikacije
odnosno pravilna upotreba jezika i sposobnost misljenja.

Termin jezik oznacava govor kao instituciju i tvorevinu ljudske kulture, koja
moze postojati nezavisno od moderne upotrebe, kako u pisanom tako i u usmenom obli-
ku. Termin govor odnosi se na sposobnost komunikacije i sa drugim inidviduama, te ozna-
Cava vrstu ponasanja i moze se objektivno analizirati (Dzudit Grin - Jezik i misljenje).

Od izuzetnog znacaja su i faktori licnosti, a pre svega motivacija, upornost,
predanost radu i sposobnost biti konstantno na kursu sopstvenog stava bez straha od
podsmeha drugih. Coveka nuzno ne definiSe sredina rodenja veé i sredina koja postuje
covekovu originalnost, trud i znanje.

Krucijalno pitanje daljeg toka ljudske socijalizacije jeste napredak informacionih
tehnologija kao Sto je ChatGPT, Al - Arteficijalna inteligencija koja postaje dominantan
alat u individualnom i multikompanijskom funkcionisanju.

LA PAIX, ’ENVERS DE LA VIOLENCE

La divine liturgie comme cadre de dépassement des relations humaines négatives,
de réconciliation et de pacification*®

A la recherche de « [’envers » de la violence

Dans le programme des Etudes post-graduées « Théologie pastorale et éducation
» du Département de Théologie Sociale de la Facult¢ de Théologie de I’année
académique 2004-2005, nous avons voulu nous occuper de la thématique du XVIIéme
Congrés de 1’ Association Internationale d’Etudes Médico-psychologiques et Religicuses
(A.LE.M.P.R.), qui a lieu a Strasbourg du 10 au 14 Juillet 2006: Religions et violences
N

Nous avons débuté avec une hypothése de base : nous considérons qu’une fon-
ction fondamentale de I’ceuvre pastorale est de réussir la communion et la communica-
tion entre les hommes et ¢’est cette fonction que 1’Eglise est appelée a servir. La violence,
sous n’importe quelle forme, est I’interruption de communion et de communication. Au
contraire, la paix entre les hommes contribue a la communion et la communication. Elle
est communion et communication.

Si nous nous référons a I’étymologie du mot grec pour la paix (eirene) nous con-
statons qu’il provient du verbe « eiro » qui veut dire « nouer, unir, joindre » mais égale-
ment «dire, parler, parler de, interroger». Cela veut dire que je suis en état de paix quand
je suis capable de parler, de converser, d’adresser la parole a quelqu’un, et que j’accepte
la parole d’autrui et par conséquent je suis en communion et en accord avec lui. La vi-
olence, au contraire, entraine non communion, non communication. Nous pourrions donc
soutenir que /a paix peut étre «1’autre aspect», «l’envers» de la violence. De toutes
facons, le terme « violence » peut contenir plusieurs autres aspects (haine, inimitié,
guerre, €¢goisme — amour, amour de Dieu).

Drailleurs, 1’objectif du Congres, deés le premier moment de la formulation de
son titre, était la certification de cet envers, de I’autre aspect de la violence. Mais, com-
ment allons-nous traiter la question de la paix?

La formulation finale du titre du Congres «Religions et violences?» avec un point
d’interrogation laisse une grande marge de réflexions. Si, en principe, toutes les religions
sont reliées a des manifestations de diverses formes de violence. Si les religions elles-
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mémes infligent de la violence a leurs adeptes ou a d’autres qui n’adoptent pas leurs cré-
dos religieux. Si les religions deviennent objets de violence par d’autres qui sont contre
leurs principes et leurs crédos. Ou si ces crédos entrainent une pratique de violence en-
vers eux-mémes par les membres eux-mémes des divers groupes religieux. Cette dernicre
réflexion pourrait conduire, entre autres, a la conclusion que, pour le dépassement d’une
violence portant des traits négatifs, il serait nécessaire d’exercer une violence envers
nous-mémes, afin de ne pas se comporter violemment envers les autres.

On se demande alors sur I’envers de la violence, c¢’est-a-dire le contraire de la
violence. Dans un premier temps, nous défendrions que I’envers de la violence est une
violence imposée par nous-mémes a nous-mémes, pour vaincre des sentiments et des
dispositions violentes envers les autres. Ce genre de violence conduit, selon une termi-
nologie ascétique, a la maitrise des mauvaises pensées et des passions. Cet état nous
conduit a une disposition et une conduite pacifiques envers nous-mémes et les autres.
La formulation de Saints Barsanuphe et de Séraphin de Sarov: «gagne ta paix intérieure
et tout le monde deviendra pacifique autour de toi» est caractéristique. D’ailleurs, comme
le souligne Saint-Denis 1’ Aréopagite: «tout étre vivant tire satisfaction d’étre en paix
avec lui-méme... La paix parfaite (de Dieu) est celle ... qui protége tout, par des soins
apportant la paix, loin des conflits contre eux-mémes et les autresy.

Paix. Violence négative et violence positive

Ici, nous touchons a un autre aspect, différent, de la violence, que nous pourrions
qualifier de paix et nous la définirions comme une disposition aimante envers nos se-
mblables. Paix et Amour vont de pair.

Le fait d’étre en paix envers les autres signifie étre d’une disposition aimante en-
vers eux. Ce n’est qu’en aimant que 1’on peut étre en paix car I’envers de ’amour se ré-
sume par le mot « violence » qui contient la haine, la colére, la rancune, I’hypocrisie, la
guerre (Saint Grégoire de Nysse).

On peut, par conséquent considérer la paix comme 1’envers de la violence méme
si, pour acquérir la paix, il faut comme nous 1’avons vu, 1a aussi de la violence. Si vis
pacem para bellum. (« Si tu veux la paix, tiens-toi prét a la guerre »). Dans ce cas parti-
culier, la maxime latine y trouve son application parfaite. Nous avons donc a faire a un
double aspect de la violence, ainsi qu’a un double effet: positive et négative. La violence
négative abolit tout, elle est catastrophique. La violence positive affronte de maniere
créative et transforme le négatif en positif, avec pour résultat la paix et la sérénité. De
fait, la paix n’est jamais conquise une fois pour toutes.

«La paix» comme d’ailleurs le dit la poete grec Odysseas Elytis — prix Nobel de
la Littérature — «ll nous faut de la force pour la supporter» On accéde a un cercle de
combat continu, de lutte spirituelle. Un aspect intéressant de la violence se présente dans
celui de la vie spirituelle, ou le sujet en est lui-méme 1’ objet, et donc un combat avec
lui-méme est amorcé, pour vaincre sa propre violence et sa conversion en force pacifique,
afin d’affronter les autres.

Cependant, la paix ne dépend pas de toi, de nous. Saint Paul le formule si bien:
«en paix avec tous, si possible, autant que cela dépend de vous» (Romains 12, 18). Les
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autres n’ont pas toujours une disposition pacifiste envers nous. Mais la condition hu-
maine est comme cela. Nous sommes, d’une certaine facon, « condamnés » a la com-
munion et & la communication avec les autres. Le poéte que nous avons mentionné
précédemment I’exprime de maniére idéale:

«Vois-tu... il y a les Autres

et Eux, ne sont pas sans 101

et Toi, tu n’es pas sans Eux»

(Odysseas Elytis).

L’exhortation de I’ Apotre est: «ne te laisse pas vaincre par le mal, sois vainqueur
du mal par le bien» (Romains 12, 21). D’ailleurs, «la paix est bien le terme de 1’appel
qui vous a rassemblés en un méme corps» (Colossiens 3, 15).

Mais, de quelle paix 1’ Apdtre parle-t-il ? La paix de Dieu ! Saint Jean Chryso-
stome prétend que «la vraie paix provient de Dieu» (Homélie aux Corinthiens 1, PG 61,
14). Et comme le rapporte un autre grand pére de I’Eglise, Saint Basile le Grand: «Celui
qui cherche avec soin la paix, recherche le Christy (Homélie aux Psaumes 33, 10, PG
29, 37b C). N’oublions pas que le Seigneur est considéré comme «Prince de Paix» (Isaie
9,5), «car c’est lui qui est notre paix» (Ephésiens 2, 14) et «félicite les artisans de paix»
c’est-a-dire tous ceux qui apportent la paix aux hommes (Matthieu 5, 9).

Mais Lui-méme attire notre attention de ne pas aller croire qu’il soit venu apporter
la paix sur la terre. Il n’est pas venu apporter la paix, mais le glaive (Matthieu 10, 34).
«Jésus sait fort bien qu’a cause de Lui on se divisera. Sans doute veut-il apporter la paix
sur la Terre. Mais les hommes ne veulent pas de cette paix-la. Le conflit est donc in-
¢vitable» (Bagot, 1979, p. 1517). «LLe Seigneur est tres réaliste dans ses confirmations.
Il sait trés bien que les hommes, par eux-mémes, n’y arriveront pas. La paix entre les
hommes en général et entre les fideles plus spécialement est, avant tout un don divin et
non un exploit humain. Lui seul peut affranchir les fide¢les de 1’état pitoyable de la di-
vision et restaurer la “paix originelle” » (Petrou 1983, p 208).

La paix, un exploit difficile

L’Eglise du Christ connait bien les difficultés qui surviennent entre ses membres
ainsi que la difficulté a atteindre la paix. Elle recommande la paix avec tous les hommes,
si possible, et dans la mesure ou cela dépend de nous. Le « si possible » de Saint Paul
signale que cela n’est pas toujours facile. Et cette non facilité ne dépend pas seulement
des autres mais, en grande partie, de nous mémes.

Cela est démontré par I’ordre de notre Seigneur, lorsqu’il se rapporte a la présen-
tation de I’offrande a I’autel. Il n’exige pas de laisser la ton présent sans 1’ offfrir, si c’est
toi qui as quelque chose contre un frére, de courir te réconcilier et revenir présenter ton
offrande. Mais, principalement, si la tu te souviens que ton frére a quelque chose contre
toi, de facon justifiée ou non, aller d’abord te réconcilier avec lui et puis revenir et alors
présenter ton offrande ( Matthieu 5, 23-24).

Le témoignage de «Didaché» (entre 80-100 Apres J.C.) est représentatif, selon
lequel ceux qui sont en relations hostiles entre eux, doivent se réconcilier et pardonner
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I’un I’autre et seulement apres participer a la Sainte Liturgie. Sinon, 1’offrande du sac-
rifice de la part de la communauté risque d’étre considérée comme «impure» et Dieu
aime I’offrande pure. La réconciliation est elle aussi une offrande. Saint Chrysostome le
formule trés bien : «et la réconciliation avec le frére est une offrande». Le méme Pére,
lors d’une homélie, dit: «qu’aucun de ceux qui ont un ennemi n’approche la Sainte Table
et n’accueille le corps du Seigneur; qu’aucun de ceux qui approchent n’aie d’ennemi.
Tu as un ennemi? N’approche pas. Veux-tu approcher? Réconcilie-toi, et alors viens et
touche le sacréy.

La sainte liturgie: un cadre de réconciliation et de pacification

Les conditions de participation a la Sainte Liturgie sont élevées. Tout le
développement de la Sainte Liturgie trace un chemin entre 1’hostilité et le pardon et la
réconciliation; et les prieres sont des invocations pour la paix universelle et pour la paix
entre les participants. Et nous arrivons au baiser de la paix entre les fidéles un peu avant
I’offrande et la sanctification des oblats de la Sainte Eucharistie. Le baiser de la paix, en
tant qu’aboutissement, présuppose toute une série de processus psychologiques tres fins
ainsi que la difficulté psychologique qui existe lorsqu’on nous demande de pardonner
et, encore plus, lorsqu’on demande d’étre pardonné. C’est pourquoi, il faut rechercher
des moyens (soit déja existants soit nouveaux) pour faciliter le processus de cette de-
mande de pardon et de rémission, pour pouvoir dépasser les difficultés psychologiques
mentionnées ci-dessus. Le fondement théologique devra aller de pair avec une proposi-
tion concréte d’un schéma qui facilitera cette réconciliation. Je suis d’avis que I’Eglise
a beaucoup aidé et facilité le dépassement de telles difficultés psychologiques ou autres,
par I’instauration du baiser de paix.

Les pricres précédant le baiser de paix des liturgies anciennes (de Saint Jacques,
de Saint Marc et des Arméniens) sollicitent que Dieu du pardon fasse que nous soyons
plus stables dans notre disposition et notre décision pour le pardon et la rémission, qu’Il
nous offre sa paix, qu’ll éloigne la haine, qu’ll disperse son amour parmi tous et qu’ll
nous conduise vers I’immense et divine tendresse. Tout cela est bien stir impossible pour
les hommes, mais possible pour Dieu (Luc 18, 27) car Il est « Dieu de paix, de pitié; de
charité, de miséricorde et de philanthropie ». La présence du Christ au cours de la liturgie
rend tout possible et méme ce qui est impossible pour les hommes. Et donc les doutes
et les appréhensions, les haines et les hostilités et tout ce que nous avons signalé comme
difficultés psychologiques, peuvent étre dépassées, non pas par nos capacités propres
mais parce que « le Christ est présent » et Sa présence est la seule garantie.

Pour ressentir dans sa plénitude cette féte de réconciliation, permettez-moi de
citer en entier I’hymne chanté par le peuple de 1’Eglise Arménienne au cours du baiser,
lequel se répand a tous les participants, selon la tradition ancienne:

Diacre: - Embrassez-vous les uns les autres en baiser saint.

Peuple: - Le Christ a paru parmi nous,

- Etant Dieu,il est assis ici.
- La voix de la paix a été entendue,
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- Donnant [l’ordre pour le baiser saint,

- L ’Eglise est devenue un seul corps;

- Le baiser est donné comme lien de perfection,

- La haine est éloignée;

- L’amour est diffusé parmi tous.

- C’est pour cela, vous, les serviteurs, élevant votre voix,

- Elongez en une voix, le Dieu unique

- Sanctifie par les séraphins.

En ce moment, I’amour est incarné par le saint baiser de la paix. Cela suppose

qu’il soit sans hypocrisie et sans tromperie. Le fidele est tenu a ce que son baiser ne soit
pas comme celui de Judas.

Difficultés psychologiques. Le baiser de la paix:
Processus de valeur pédagogique et thérapeutique

Que se passe-t-il dans le cas ou le baiser extérieur n’exprimerait pas ce qui est
tenu dans le ceceur? Ce serait une simulation, une minauderie, un mensonge, «une con-
tradiction entre I’aspect extérieur et la réalité intérieure», un acte impie, irrespectueux?
Bien siir, nous devons nous demander si un tel geste, c’est-a-dire sembler avoir dépassé
momentanément notre rancune, peut étre considéré comme un crime de trahison envers
nous-mémes principalement; car sur ce point, un doute est soulevé : comment paraitre
différent de ce que je suis dans le fond?

Mais, je me demande par cette conduite extérieure, malgré ce qui se passe en moi-
méme, est-ce que je peux influencer ce qui se passe en moi par ce que je montre extérieure-
ment? Est-ce que I’intérieur peut suivre ’extérieur? Et si, de cette maniere, un processus
psychologique s’amorgait, ne serait-ce pas dans I’intérét et le bénéfice de tous? Est-ce que
I’Eglise, ayant instauré ce genre d’échanges entre les fidéles, fait «rompre la glace», fait
diminuer les inhibitions intenses et «entraine» dans un mouvement unifiant toute 1’assis-
tance? Est ce que 1’Eglise, par ses exhortations «aimons-nous les uns les autres», «embras-
sons-nous les uns les autres en baiser saint» n’aide-t-elle pas, ne fiit-ce que pour I’amorce
du dépassement de tous ces obstacles? Les hommes, semble-t-il, ont besoin de signes. Le
baiser en Seigneur, bien slir «n’est pas un symbole liturgique simple mais bien un acte sacré.
Une expérience liturgique. Le baiser liturgique n’est pas 1’image de ’amour qui unit les
fideles mais bien I’expérience de cette union» (hiéromoine Grégoire).

Cependant, les choses ne se font pas dans la perfection. Il est évident que le
chemin de la rancune a la réconciliation et celui de la réconciliation au baiser de la paix
ne sont pas toujours faciles, sans obstacles et régressions. Le dépassement de toutes ces
appréhensions et inhibitions exige encore un grand effort.

Bien siir, I’Eglise ne veut pas forcer les choses, ni influencer les intentions. Mais
en créant un premier terrain de réconciliation, elle nous pousse vers une ambiance pas
simplement sentimentale mais dans un cadre ou ’on peut agir et étre a la hauteur des
circonstances, et la se lie et s’unit ’'un a 1’autre « dans le lien de paix et d’amour, un
corps et un esprit » (Saintes Liturgies de Saint-Jacques et de Saint-Marc). L’Eglise primi-
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tive, par I’instauration du « baiser de la paix » durant la Sainte Liturgie, a mis sur rails
des processus d une valeur pédagogiques et thérapeutiques tres élevées pour son époque.

Le baiser de la paix dans la pratique liturgique contemporaine entre les membres
du clergé qui font I’office (évéques, prétres, diacres) dans I’autel sauvegarde cette fon-
ction conciliatoire et (psycho)thérapeutique dans la Sainte Liturgie. Méme de cette fagon,
I’exhortation « aimons-nous les uns les autres» peut jouer le role d’un rappel de récon-
ciliation qui doit exister parmi toute 1’assistance. Citons un passage trés illustratif, de la
Sainte Liturgie de N. Gogol:

«...chacun de ceux qui assistent a la liturgie, pensant a tous les chrétiens, et pas
seulement a ceux présents dans I’Eglise, mais aussi d ceux qui sont absents, pas seule-
ment a ceux qui sont pres de son coeur mais aussi a ceux qui se trouvent éloignés, se
preécipite pour se réconcilier avec tous ceux pour qui il nourrissait des sentiments de
haine, d’inimitié et de dédain, et donne en pensée le baiser de paix et se dit en lui-méme
. “le Christ est parmi nous” et répond a leur place : “Ainsi est-il et ainsi sera-t-il”’, car
sans cette réconciliation, il sera comme un mort pour le reste de la liturgie».

Notons encore que le baiser comme geste extérieur d’une disposition intérieure ne
se limitait pas au seul moment du «baiser de la paix» durant la Sainte Liturgie. On le
trouve a I’office du baptéme et a I’ordination des évéques. Le «baiser de I’amoury le
jour de Paques est, jusqu’a nos jours, représentatif de cette tradition.

L’cecuménicité de la paix: vers une culture et un humanisme de paix

Pour nous, la question qui se pose est de savoir comment nous allons exploiter
ce que nous avons appris au cours de la Sainte Liturgie. Lorsque le célébrant exhorte, a
la fin de la liturgie : «sortons en paix», comment retournons-nous dans le monde? Le
passage du liturgique au réel, de la féte au quotidien, est incroyablement facilité par notre
préparation, qui se fait de maniére intensive, dans «1’école d’apprentissage de paix» que
constitue la Sainte Liturgie. Il est de notre devoir de distinguer la profonde relation exi-
stant entre la féte et le quotidien, entre le liturgique et le réel. La Sainte Liturgie, prenant
le quotidien, le transforme et nous indique les transformations que nous devons faire
dans notre vie. La Sainte Liturgie et le temps liturgique vécu au cours d’elle est le mo-
ment privilégié qui nous montre ce qui peut advenir si nous prenons sérieusement en
considération ce qui s’y déroule. Tout ce qui s’y est passé peut étre transféré en dehors
d’elle. Ce n’est pas virtuel, ce n’est pas irréel ou imaginaire; tout cela n’appartient qu’au
monde du réel. Donc, «sortons en paix » « a la messe, apres la messe».

Mais, le monde dans lequel nous sortons, est, dans une grande mesure monde de
violence. Dans certains cas, ce sont les religions qui contribuent a cette violence. Les
religions, qui pourraient étre des facteurs de paix, selon 1’opinion de certains, sont a I’ori-
gine des conflits et des guerres. C’est pourquoi le nombre de livres en rapport avec la
relation violences — religions a augmenté. La «violence sacrée» devient de plus en plus
I’objet d’études minutieuses.

Malgré cela, nous pouvons retenir la sentence de Saint Séraphin de Sarov que:
«Sinous pouvons gagner notre paix intérieure, nous pouvons la transférer vers I’extérieur
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et ainsi, le monde autour de nous deviendra un monde pacifique». D’ailleurs, au cours
de la Sainte Liturgie, I’individu, en devenant personne, vit sa coexistence pacifique avec
la communauté. En sortant de 13, il peut montrer la proposition culturelle qu’il y a vécue,
pour une culture de paix. Celle-ci n’est pas acquise en une fois, ni par une unanimité et
un accord en tout. C’est par étapes que I’on accede au chemin vers la paix.

A une époque ou I’on recherche les convergences, pensons cependant que celle-
s-ci ne sont pas toujours le résultat d’un regroupement ou d’une homogénéisation ou de
mixages ou imprégnations idéologiques. Les réconciliations et la paix peuvent étre
fondées sur la multiplicité de petites expériences communes, indépendamment du fait
qu’elles soient ou qu’elles aient été vécues différemment. Notre communauté et notre
identité, nous pouvons les vivre de maniére multiple («identité multiple»). Nous pouvons
les amorcer par toutes les petites choses simples, « prenant en charge les identités mu-
Itiples, sans vouloir les réconcilier, sans rechercher une synthése impossible, revendi-
quant une «polyphonie» qui nous autorise a relier les fils de plusieurs réseaux». Ces
réseaux de paix qui s’étendent de I’Orient a 1’Occident, unissent et construisent cette
culture de paix, culture qui illustre de mille fagons la paix.

Finalement, cette culture de paix est un humanisme de paix. Nous en trouvons
une description dans le serment attribué a Alexandre le Grand a Opi (au nord de Bagdad)
en 324 av JC:

«Je vous souhaite, maintenant que les guerres prennent fin, d’étre
heureux en paix. Que tous les mortel vivent, a partir de maintenant, comme un
peuple, conciliés pour le progrées commun. Considérez le monde entier comme
votre patrie, avec des lois communes, ou regneront les meilleurs, indépendam-
ment des races. Je ne discrimine pas les hommes, comme le font les bornés, en
Grecs et en barbares. L’origine des citoyens ne m’intéresse pas, ni la race a
laquelle ils appartiennent. Je les divise avec un seul critere : la vertu. Pour moi,
tout bon étranger est grec et tout mauvais grec est pire qu 'un barbare. Si advi-
ennent des différends, ne recourrez jamais aux armes. Résolvez-les pacifique-
ment. Au besoin, je serai, moi-méme [’arbitre. Ne considérez pas Dieu comme
un gouverneur autoritaire mais comme le pere commun de tous, de fagcon a ce
que votre conduite ressemble a la vie que font les freres d 'une méme famille. De
ma part, je vous considere tous égaux, blancs ou noirs, et je voudrais que vous
ne soyez pas seulement des sujets de ma communauté de peuples mais des par-
ticipants, tous des associés. Tant que cela dépend de moi, je vais essayer d’appli-
quer ce que je promets. Le serment donné avec la libation aujourd’hui, gardez-le
comme un contrat d’amoury.

La réalisation, cependant, de ce réve-serment dépend des « artisans de paix » qui
puisent la force dans le «Prince de paix».

L’hellénisme cecuménique rencontre ainsi le christianisme cecuménique dans un
humanisme et une culture de paix. Ainsi, une voie peut s’ouvrir pour clarifier quel est
«’envers» de la violence ou des violences: Paix et Amour.
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Sur ce fait la réponse donnée par un enfant a la question d’un journaliste le jour
de Noél: «Qu’allons-nous faire, aujourd’hui, avec 1’amour?» «Mais 1’amour se trouve
dans la paix!» est illustrative!
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PEACE BUILDS UP ON SHARED VALUES

The succession of periods of war and peace is part of the millennia-long history
of humanity. War reporters risk their lives to tell us the horrors of distruction, while
peace is only aimed at to end death instead of being a value to preserve. History—which
is being taught less and less in schools—is marked by the series of battles among people,
invasions of neighboring countries, uprisings between factions of the same people: all
acts of domination based on the law of the strongest, aimed at achieving supremacy over
a territory and their people.

These violent events and aggressions have shaped the political geography of the
world, with its borders, languages, and national cultures, becoming values to defend.
The political institutions of countries are grounded on national identity, built over cen-
turies of history, on religious values, and on the country’s unique culture.

The clash of these identities, the disagreements over the decisions of a powerful
leader that affect the interests and disrupt the lives of another people, are the result of
the inability to communicate, of ignorance of history and philosophy, and they inevitably
lead to inability to resolve conflict. But we must not forget the innate essence of human
nature, which tends to addresses differences with violence, opening conflicts as a means
of solving political and economic disputes. Reason and civil dialogue are cast aside, as
is dialogue itself as a tool to mediate differences, respecting the fundamental right of
coexistence. The problem worsens when values turn into radical beliefs trying to impose
on others.

It is the difference in value systems that uproots people from their families and leads
them to face each other with increasingly deadly weapons in order to kill and prevail.

The core values of Western civilization are not shared by everyone. Even the value
of life varies with culture, region and religion. The tensions between North and South,
East and West, and between religions are rooted in history.

The term “geopolitics” is often used generically when trying to understand the re-
lationships, differences, and tensions between countries. The long period of peace that
followed the end of the Second World War, with the international agreements between
winners and losers, has come to an end, just as the fading historical memory of those
who lived through it, who passed it down to their children and grandchildren teaching
them why peace matter.
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International diplomacy and multilateral organizations have become ineffective
bureaucracies, lacking the tools and credibility to prevent conflicts or negotiate agree-
ments to avoid them.

The United Nations and its international institutions have obsolete charters, di-
minished influence, and are easily blocked by veto powers. New international consulta-
tions entities such as the G20, which were meant to facilitate global dialogue, beyond
the Washington and New York centered institutions, have given way to bilateral politics
between the few militarily strong powers and the others.

The commercial globalization of the economy worked until imbalances emerged,
such as the U.S. trade deficit and public debt, and China’s overwhelming competitive
strenght and market expansion. But American tariffs are not the death knell of globali-
zation, from which there is no turning back. Instead, globalization has entered a phase
of deep transformation, evident in the tensions of international relations, which have be-
come complex and dangerous. The West of the G7 is no longer the model for global
progress. An increasing number of emerging countries do not identify with Western
moral and social values, which are based on economic success, liberisms, free trade,
multilateralism, and the political alliances born after World War II, which were the foun-
dation of peaceful coexistence.

The alliance among emerging countries such as BRICS (Brazil, Russia, India,
China, South Africa) is proof of this, even though politicians and entrepreneurs from
these countries continue to send their children to study at the best American and Euro-
pean universities and invest their dollars in the stock exchanges of New York, London,
Tokyo, and Frankfurt.

Nationalist slogans do not foster world peace. The new globalization depends on
the rivalry between the two commercial powers of the USA and China, which will focus
on controlling the seas and strategic straits where 90% of global trade passes. In the
coming years, military outposts may matter more than old international agreements.

La pace si basa su calori condivisi

L’alternanza di periodi di guerra e di pace e’ parte della storia millenaria della
umanita’. [ reporter scrivono cronache di guerra, rischiano la vita per raccontare gli orrori
delle stragi, e si parla di pace solo come I’episodio che pone fine alla distruzione. La
storia, che sempre meno si insegna nelle scuole, e’ scandita dal susseguirsi di battaglie
tra popoli, invasioni di paesi vicini, insurrezioni tra fazioni dello stesso popolo, tutti atti
di prevaricazione che si basano sulla legge del piu’ forte per avere il predominio su un
territorio o sul popolo che lo occupa. Questi eventi violenti e aggressioni hanno plasmato
la geografia politica del mondo, con i suoi confini, le lingue e le culture nazionali. Le
istituzioni politiche di molti paesi si fondano sull’identita’ nazionale costruita in secoli
di storia, sulle religione nazionale e sulla cultura propria del paese.

Lo scontro di queste identita’, i disaccordi sulle scelte di un leader potente che toc-
cano gli interessi e stravolgono la vita dell’altro popolo, sono il frutto dell’incapacita’ di
comunicare, dell’ignoranza della storia e della filisofia, portano inesorabilmemre al con-
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flitto. Ma non dobbiamo dimenticare 1’innata essenza della natura umana, che affronta
con la violenza le divergenze, apre un conflitto come soluzione per risolvere controversie
politiche ed economiche. La ragione e il confronto civile vengono messi da parte, cosi
anche il dialogo come strumento per mediare le differenze, rispettando i valori fonda-
mentali della convivenza. Il problema si aggrava quando i vaori sono diversi.

E’ la differenza nella scala dei valori che sradica persone dalle proprie famiglie e le
porta ad affrontarsi con armi sempre piu’ micidiali per uccidersi e prevalere sull’altro.

I valori di fondo della civilta’ occidentale non sono condivisi da tutti. Lo stesso
valore della vita cambia con la cultura e la regione. Le tensioni nord-sud, est-ovest, e tra
religioni sono le radici di civilta’ diverse.

Si parla genericamente di geopolitica quando si tratta di capire le relazioni, le dif-
ferenze e le tensioni tra i paesi. Il lungo periodo di pace seguito alla fine della seconda
guerra mondiale con gli accordi internazionali tra vincitori e vinti si e’ esaurito, cosi
come la memoria storica di chi lo aveva vissuto e poteva raccontarlo a figli e nipoti per
insegnare a loro perche’ la pace e’ importante.

La diplomazia internazionale e le organizzazioni multilaterali si sono trasformate
in burocrazie inefficaci prive degli strumenti per prevenire i conflitti o negoziare accordi
per evitarli.

Le Nazioni Unite e le sue istituzioni internazionali hanno statuti obsoleti e ridotto
il proprio peso e sono bloccate dai veti incrociati. Le consultazioni internazioni come il
G20, che dovevano facilitare il dialogo globale, hanno lasciato spazio alla politica bilate-
rale tra pochi paesi forti militarmente e gli altri.

La globalizzazioni mercantile dell’economia ha funzionato sinche’ sono emersi
squilibri, come il deficit commerciale e il debito pubblico accumulato degli Stati Uniti
e lo strapotere competitivo della Cona. Ma i dazi americani non sono la pietra tombale
della globalizzazione, dalla quale non si torna indietro. Invece nella globalizzazione e’
iniziato un cambio profondo, evidente nella tensione delle relazioni internazionali, che
sono entrate in una fase complessa e pericolosa. L’occidente dei G7 non ¢’ piu’ il modello
per il progresso globale. Cresce il numero dei paesi emergenti che non si identificano
nei valori morali e sociali occidentali , basati sul successo economico, sul libero com-
mercio, sul multilateralismo e sulle alleanze nate nel secondo dopoguerra, che sono stete
la base della convivenza pacifica. L’alleanza dei paesi emergenti come BRICS (Brasile,
Russia, India, Cina, Sud Africa) lo dimostra, sebbene politici e imprenditori di questi
paesi continuino a far studiare i figli nelle migliori universita’ americane ed europee ed
investano i dollari nelle borse di New York, Londra, Tokio e Francoforte. Gli slogan
nazionalistici non alimentano la pace nel mondo. La nuova globalizzazione dipende dal
confronto tra le potenze commerciali USA e Cina, che si concentreranno sul controllo
dei mari e degli stretti strategici dove transita il 90% del commercio mondiale. I presidi
militari nei prossimi anni potrebbero contare piu’ dei vecchi accordi internazionali.
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CULTURE OF PEACE AND NEED OF ACTIVISM
IN ALIENATING SOCIETY

Human beings are unique among all living entities on the planet Earth. They
have achieved excellance and are still in the process of achieving new heights of marvel
and creativity. The raw journey that began several million years ago as the so called
‘stone age’has since then come a long way with the then unthought of scientific break-
throughs in every field of life. Ofcourse,to reach its present destination, it slowly but
steadily progressed through unfanthomed paths of trial and error and of death and sur-
vival. Success and failureas a result of variegated events have brought human race
towhere it stands today. The development of neo-cortex area of brain, bipedal and errect
posture, flexiblility in thumb have helped to open upits cognative abilies such as thinking,
language, comprehension, contemplation, decision making and judgement, besides cre-
ating engineering tools for his use. Anatomical edge over other animals gavehuman be-
ings not only a clear vision towards settlement and preservation but also motivation
forprogress and advancement. Farming, taming animals, making tools, generating fire,
modulating feeding habits towards health and nutrition, clothing, preparing safe shelter
nd security furthered manifestationsin expression and communication. As basics of life
were handled and settled, regularity and patterns began taking shape as ethics, beliefs,
values, customs, symbols,totems, rituals and traditions. Geographical location and cli-
mate played a major role in their formulation.

Hierarchy has always been an inherent part of nature, wheather it is the plant or
the animal kingsom. Human society is no exception. In fact they have surpassed all other
beings. Depending upon their capacity, capability, inclinations and what was available
to them, people created for themselves occupations to fit in the ever evolving social
setup. In the past few decades of human evolution, stuctured and goal based mass edu-
cationhas brought clarity, consistancy and defination in the society.Progressive thinking,
new ideas, language, literature, technology, setting up of big and small institutions to
cater social, financial, cultural, educational, tradeand technical needs have facilitated
humongous changesin ways that the human society has taken shape. Various forms of
governments and ways of executing governenceranging from erstwhile kingdoms, to
communism and to present day democracy have shown upfrom time to time and who
knows what next may pop up. In this direction, often people have been instrumental in
deciding changes, toppling and formulating new governements in time and era. Some-
times governments are forced upon and sometimes they are well accepted by the popu-
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lation, irrespective of how the expectations are met with. Earlier in the monarchy ruled
kingdoms, people had little say, though mankind has witnessed bloody revolutions such
as the French, Russian to overthrow their royalty and the the American Civil War and
other protests(violent as well as the non violent) to overthrow foreign and oppressive
ruleand are popular examples of massive historical changes.

When the social contract between the citizens and the ruling governement is not
met; citizens apparently consider it as broken.The expected expecations of the population
beingperceived to be incongruent with the policies, functioning and governance of that
government, the citizens feel alienated even if not theoritically oppressed. In modern
day educated societies, people do not want to tolerate it, they do not feel the need to
carry on and unlike old time method of revolt and overthrow in the form of bloody revo-
lution,people simply come out in the open, collecton streets and in this way voice their
activism in the form of protest march. Unity is strength. After all, one or just a bunch
cannot seek the attention of the rulers. Numbers do matter, hence the significance of the
activism in demonstrations and protest.

In recent times, massive demonstrations are activated across Europe. Romania has
shown to the world, a very contemporary tech smart way of peaceful street protest employ-
ing social media. Massive gathering of protesters, gearedup against the new legislation de-
signed to protect politicians guilty of corruption, misappropiaton of funds etcfrom legal
prosecution.Millions of Romanian protesters lit up the Bucharest skies using their mobile
phones in their national colors. Laser and video projectors were used to amplify the visual
effect of the lit up skies. Citizens, emotionally felt integral part of the big protesting group
as a society, when they all came together on the streets to achieve common goal.

Besides Romania, protests are fuelled up in Hungary, Serbia and Georgia. In
Georgia the population has expressed their protest in a peaceful way against vote-buying,
double-voting, physical violence, and intimidation of the ruling party. They have been
dealt with brutal violance, mass arrest and other threatening means. In Hungary, the
protest is largely due to total dominance by the ruling party, faltering economy, cronyism,
corruption, misappropiation of funds. Serbia has seen months of student-led mass
protests demanding accountibilty following the deadly collapse of a railway station roof
in Novi Sad in November 2024.

Similarly wide spread and violent mass protest, inspite of the emergency until
2nd April 2025,are being held against the pro Islam Erdogen government in Turkeye
which nullified the election results in three constituencies where it had lost. New ele-
ctions were held and by fraud new candidates were placed. Erdogen also wanted to con-
titnue and prolong his stay as the head of state beyond his two already used terms, against
the country’s constitution.People of Turkiye protested against corruption, fraud, inflation,
rising prices, frailing economy and displayed their support for judicial independence,
strong democracy and for uphelding their support for their constitution. They have
demonstrated activism and raised their voice in the form of mass protests. On the similar
lines, burning demonsrations are held in Egypt against General Abdul Fatteh Sisi who
by way of constitutional amendment wishes to stay in power until 2036 and till lifetime,
beyond his already completed two terms as the head of the state.
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The activism of the people of Turkeye results from their awareness due to edu-
cation, functional constitutional based governance, woman rights and progressive thi-
nking of many of its people. The present Turkiye governement also supports the terrorist
Jolani led governement in Syria where all the members of the cabinet are Turkiye pas-
sport holders and none of them is Syrian. This is similar situation as in Taliban led gover-
nment in Afganistan where all the members of the cabinet are Pakistan passport holders
and implanted by its spy agency ISI. But the people of Afganistan are unable to protest
and exhabit activism due to years of radicalization, terror of war lords, mass illitracy
and oppression of their women. Years of oppression of people, suppression of free thi-
nking, lack of education, rudimentary stone age ways of governance, and missing women
rights have made the Afghan population similar as the Syrians, handicap to gear up
courage for mobalizing change by way of protest and activism against the undesirable
and evil.

Documented history has proved that means are as crucial as the end. The instru-
ment of means used to achieve the end determine the durability and nobility of the end.
If the goals are achieved by violent means as in case of Iran revolution, the society is li-
able to be subjected to violence and oppression once again. With sword they came, with
sword they end.

With evil means nobel ends cannot be achieved. Hence, good means are sole ve-
hicleto lead towards good end. In simpler words ultimatly the Means merge with the
Ends and they become one.

Winds of change are fast sweeping across the globe beginning with the new
Trump era post November 2024 US elections. Its impact is clearly felt on the geo-politics
and ashift is seen towards the formation of multi-polar world in contrast to the erstwhile
unipolar world. Alongside this, the initiation of de-dollarization process to break the mo-
nopoly of big currencies, delinking petrol with dollar, trading petrol and other commodi-
ties with multi-currency and even with barter system, digital transactions,
crypto-currency, gold cards and linking gold with currency as was prior to 1971 is alter-
ing global equations. Al backed technology has heralded emergence of new job market,
big layoffs, redundency of old jobs and upcoming of new job sectors that require new
skills.

So we see that there is always a situation of mayhem. Changes, alterations of
various kinds and nature cast its impacton the social setup. Disequilibeum and a perpetual
need to stabalizethe drift brings about a state of alienation from the previous setup. What
was relevant at one point time shifts towards loosing relavance at another point of time.
Nothing is and cannot be constant.

Amidst all these external events, state of homostasis and a culture of peace is a
compulsory requirement. Life moves in cycle and so do events. When man perceives he
and his surroundings are well provided for and there is no threat, he feels peaceful. Gover-
nements and functioning of ruling parties are as they are. Societies often misaliged from
its previous state and citizens feel the social contract between them and the ruling power
is not respected, especially when the ruling power shows up signs of monopoly, is unable
to curtail inflation, corruption, unemployment, undertakes misappropiation of funds,
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fraud, controls judiciary and makes changes in the country’s constitutionin its favour to
remain in power. Educated populations make mass protest and exhabit activism against
autocratic beheviours of the rulers.

However, pro-active approch geared towards problem solving, realistic obser-
vation of events, and anticipation of future will help the governments take care of
upcoming changes and ensure not to disturb the social set up.

Economic analysis have shown that organic farming sans chemicals, use of tra-
ditional methods of agriculture that is infused with useful innovations of soil analysis,
its enrichment with manure and irrigation techniques, manufacturing, food processing,
logistics, defence, space, green energy, waste management and pollution control are
some of the upcoming sectors that should help to keep the populations engaged. As every
home must have its own kitchen, washing ara, toilet, living/ sleeping room etc, in the
similar way every country must try to undertake basic activities as enlisted above in their
own land using their own people and resources. This will push the wheel of economy,
create and provide jobs, ensure the much needed population engagement, have local pro-
duce instead of imported foreign ones. Trading of items where needed. Not just a few
countries to be the supplier of produce and others just printing currency and distributing
to their people making them redundent and slipping them into drugs, which has been
the trend.

Disengagement of population especially the youth has caused many irregularities
in the social set up post 1970s due to:

e Little or no engagement in any creative activity,

e Absence of employable job skills in educational curriculam

e Lack of any role model to motivate entrepreneurshipactivity , self-employment
because family and community system is paralyzed.

e Governments broadly follows the ahumane and cold Adam Smith capitalist
model of economies of scale and division of labor with rich becoming richer and working
population never to rise up has led toa state of modern day slavery impacting late or no
marriages, divorce, low population growth, stress, drug abuse, alcoholism break down
of family system, uproot from family system, drifting away from traditional community
system, poor savings, spending majority of youth in schools with little real time learning.

e Many a time passouts from instittutions are good for nothing and often une-
mployable. Modern Man is in search of his entity. There is no genunine community
where people can get guidance from elders, to be responsible to youngsters, or opportu-
nity to be together like previously in villages where everyone knew everyone and people
came out jumpingly to help each other in times for crisis or during celebration.

e Real liberation and freedom comes when populations are meaningfully engaged
not just in jobs. After all how many jobs can be created. Creativity, entrpreneurship, self
employment gives courage and sense of control. For this, need is for skills based educa-
tion. Skills imparted should be attuned to ones capability, aptitute, inclination and its
translating into useful product and services. The latter can be tangible as well as intan-
gible. Artists, poets, painters, writers, philosphers and people other arts come in this
ambit. After all a rich and thrieving society consists of people from all walks of life.
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e  Corrupt politicians who misappropiate funds, undertake fraud and focus of
their attention is how to amass wealth and enjoy like fancy as long as the sunshines in
the form of their position. Politics is career for them. Serving citizens is limited to as far
it saves their position.

e  Often people like to join protest and demonstrations as an excuse to be a part
of the group. They feel aligned and accepted in mass protests. It gives them a reason
that they are meaningfully engaged. Obviously culture ofpeace is only an utopian idea
when the focus of development is just in the cities. Naturally the farmers, artisians,
skilled workers who earlier were suitably employed and happily engaged in their vil-
lages/ small towns now hurryto follow the fancy and flashy life of the ‘concrete forest’
only to be fooled in the end.

Activism and raising collective voice is surely a great idea. It indicates that a so-
ciety is functioning, that it is educated, informed and is free enough to lay before the
ruling governments its demands and expectations. Activism reveals that elected repre-
sentatives are not eternal and can always be over thrown by their voters if they do not
deliver results. It helps the government realize that there is a social contract and needs
to be obliged if culture of peace is to be eastablished in the land.

The saintly Russian writer Leo Tolstoy said after he witnessed one of the publicly
held French guillotine execution-“As long as there are slaughterhouses, there are bound
to be battlefields”.

How do we reverse the tide: a cohesive grassroots counter-propaganda campaign

The Road Ahead

There are no easy solutions. What is required is the development of a broad
based grassroots network which seeks to disable patterns of authority and decision
making pertaining to war. This is by no means an easy and straightforward undertaking.

This network would be established nationally and internationally at all levels
in society, towns and villages, work places, parishes. Trade unions, farmers organiza-
tions, professional associations, business associations, student unions, veterans associ-
ations, church groups would be called upon to integrate the antiwar organizational
structure. Of crucial importance, this movement should extend into the Armed Forces
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as a means to breaking the legitimacy of war among service men and women.

The first task would be to disable war propaganda through an effective ca-
mpaign against media disinformation. (including support of the online independent
and alternative media).

The corporate media would be directly challenged, leading to boycotts of major
news outlets, which are responsible for channelling disinformation into the news chain.
This endeavor would require a parallel process at the grass roots level, of sensitizing
and educating fellow citizens on the nature of the war and the global crisis, as well as
effectively “spreading the word” through advanced networking, through alternative
media outlets on the internet, etc. It would also require a broad based campaign against
the search engines involved in media censorship on behalf of the Pentagon.

The creation of such a movement, which forcefully challenges the legitimacy of the
structures of political authority, is no easy task. It would require a degree of solidarity,
unity and commitment unparalleled in World history. It would require brea-king down
political and ideological barriers within society and acting with a single voice.

(1) the “lawful
general order”, 892.ART.92 (2) “lawful order”. In each case, military personnel have
an obligation and a duty to only obey Lawful orders and indeed have an obligation to
disobey Unlawful orders, including orders by the president that do not comply with the
UCMJ. The moral and legal obligation is to the U.S. Constitution and not to those who
would issue unlawful orders, especially if those orders are in direct violation of the Con-
stitution and the UCMJ.”

According to Principle 6 of the Nuremberg Charter:

ON PEACE, THE THRESHOLD OF WAR,
AND THE SILENT WITNESSES OF OUR STRUGGLES

I first saw Dr Dragana Mitrovi¢ not in a negotiation setting or amid political spec-
tacle but in a serene corridor during a conference at the University of Belgrade—one of
those fortuitous meetings that seem both coincidental and fated. Her presence was in-
stantly stabilising, akin to conversing with an individual who had foreseen the repercus-
sions of a chaotic future yet still opted to pursue peace. In an era when intellectuals
frequently communicate in cautious, diluted language, Dragana articulated her thoughts
with the moral clarity of one who recalls her nation's history— and is resolute in her re-
fusal to forget.

Her NGO, the Centre for Culture and Peace, quickly impressed me as a unique
entity: a venue not alone for ideas but for moral resistance. In this context, culture is not
merely embellishment. It constitutes empowerment. Peace is not synonymous with paci-
fism. It constitutes political warfare through alternative methods—a calculated, religious
need in response to imperial decline.

To put it bluntly, we are currently on the verge of the last major conflict between
the multipolar, spiritual awakening of Eurasia and the collapsing Western liberal order.
The conflict in Ukraine is the first major fracture, not a regional crisis. Everything else,
including the return of military blocs, the information war, NATO expansion, and eco-
nomic sanctions, is merely a pretext for something much more fundamental. Who con-
trols Ukraine is no longer the issue. Who defines reality is at issue.

Serbia is important in this regard. Russia is important here. These are the trenches
of civilisation, not only states. Serbia is Europe's wounded conscience, punished for re-
membering. The Russian Federation has become the focal point for envisioning a world
without Washington. If there is a soul in Eurasia, it is Orthodox, tragic, rebellious, and
ascending.

I think Dragana is one of the few people who truly understands this. The peace
she strives for is not the peace of capitulation or of technocrats from Europe eating crois-
sants while bombs drop on Gaza or the Donbas. It is a peace based on sovereignty, cul-

tural rootedness, and the conviction that genuine plurality can only emerge when
societies are permitted to communicate not only in English but also in their native

tongues. Only those who are prepared to go to war for it, if necessary, can defend this
type of peace.

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But in the midst of all of these conversations about pipelines, sanctions, NATO,
and multipolarity, I frequently find myself reflecting on something more subdued: ani-
mals.

Indeed, animals play a significant role in our conflicts. The skeletal horses in Iraqi
stables, the dogs abandoned on the streets outside Mariupol, and the birds that hush when
missiles pass overhead are all poignant reminders of our conflicts. Naturally, we talk
about people—we have to—but how a society handles those who are unable to speak
for themselves also reveals its underlying moral structure.

It is impossible to love Serbia and Russia without experiencing this. These lands'
forests, stray animals, wolves, bears, and quiet cattle are all inextricably linked to their
wild spirit. What the West refers to as “progress” frequently has an extinction and asphalt
smell. There is room for non- human life in the Eurasian vision, of which Dragana is a
silent supporter. for the sacred environment. Because the zoon politikon returned as a
creature among creatures as well as a logical being.

This isn't sentimentality. Metaphysics is what it is. If there is no peace among an-
imals, there can be no peace among humans. The Euro-American model offers us ma-
terialism, individualism, and control. The Eurasian path reminds us of interdependence,
communion, and boundaries. One results in gene-edited offspring and Al gods. Perhaps
the other path leads to harmony.

Thus, it is true that we need peace now more than ever. But not the EU's peace,
which is always accompanied by agreements and terms. We are not referring to the peace
that non-governmental organisations, funded by the arms industry, offer. A warrior's
peace is what is required. We need peace in Ukraine. There must also be a peace in Pales-
tine. A loyalty that cannot be purchased, and peace with blood memory.

Dragana's work is riskier than it appears in that regard. Today, to advocate for
peace is to oppose empire. Discussions about culture threaten technocracy. Caring for
animals is an alternative form of anthropology in a world that mechanises death.

Her actions are not insignificant. It really is everything.

Last year, I built many memories with her when I was in Belgrade. Thanks to her,
I departed from Serbia with a fresh belief that headlines, and hedge funds won't win the
fight for the future. For those who still think that true peace is achievable, it will be
won—or lost—in their hearts.

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DECLARATION ON THE DIALOGUE OF CULTURES AND
CIVILIZATIONS AS THE ROAD TO THE PARTNERSHIP FOR PEACE,
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT, COOPERATION, DEMOCRATIC
INTEGRATION AND FREEDOM OF THE BALKAN NATIONS

We, the scientists and researchers gathered at the International Conference dealing
with the Dialogue of Cultures and Partnership of Civilizations in the Balkans, do hereby
adopt the following Declaration:

1.

Throughout its history, the Balkans, as a region, has represented a volatile
geopolitical area where different civilization come into contact, where the
geostrategic interests of the great powers clash, and where surplus of history
and of the culture of fear and death get produced. In addition, this region has in
its history been traversed by more soldiers than traders and tourists; it has wi-
tnessed more bloodshed than the other regions of the world. Its elites have been
slow to learn from the teacher Clio, so that bloody events invloving new gene-
rations have kept repeating. Unfortunately, the Balkans still lives in the shadow
of the "shock of the past" and remains only temporarily pacified by different
peace-keeping formations.

The implosion of real socialism and war conflicts at the end of the 20th century
have made it difficult for the Balkan countries to be fully involved in the
processes of democratic transition and in the intra-Balkan processes of organic
reintegration of the Balkan countries through economic, political and cultural
cooperation. The results of the postsocialist transition of the Balkans are such
that they show that the Balkan countries have experienced social regression and
neoconservative restauration. Namely, by uncritically accepting the neoliberal
model of dependent / forced transition, the Balkan elites have ushered this re-
gion into the processes of subdevelopment, debt slavery, recolonialization and
protectorship. In a word, the Balkans has become a new area of dependent coun-
tries of the peripheral "capitalism of disaster". It has been downgraded from its
position of a semi-developed region, and has been exposed to peripherization
and rebalkanization according to numerous sociological criteria. Despite the
attempts of the current political elites to institutionally integrate this region into
the EU, the Balkans remains fragmented economically, politically and cultura-
lly. That fact cannot possibly be masked by political cliches regrading the
processes of European integration and a bright future overlooked by the EU ad-
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ministration in Brussels. From the sociological point of view, the real Balkans
lives in the state of a "zombie economy" — it is economically and socially deva-
stated, impoverished and half-dead, it is politically fragmented and is chara-
cterized by the creation of a culture of dependence and by the destruction of its
own authentic national and cultural identities. All the given processes have
brought the Balkan societies into an alarming state necessitating not only a criti-
cal thought on the part of science and intellectuals, but also a radical change of
development strategy on the part of social agents.

3. In the search of the new ways of overcoming the current crisis and in the defi-
nition of the projects of future social development and progress, it is science,
universities and the intellectual elites that can play a key role; rather than taking
an opportunistic defensive position, they are obliged (through the results of
their research) to help the development of fruitful social criticism and rational
/ democratic consciousness of citizens so that the region could actively partici-
pate in the contemporary processes and modern struggles for better today and
better tomorrow. In this context, it is the researchers in the fields of social sci-
ences and the humanities that have a special responsibility.

4. Having in mind the radical paradigm change in the 21st century, namely the
shift away from geopolitics and geoeconomy towards geoculture, it is necessary
to raise the awareness of the elites about the critical importance of the role of
science and culture in future changes in all social spheres, as they are crucial
in technological development, in work and management organization, in the
preservation of identity culture, in the research of alternative ways of future de-
velopment, and in futuristic blueprints of "the future that has already begun".

5. The ministries of science, education, culture, infromation development and te-
chnology will become crucial in contemporary and future societies. The key issu-
es will be the development and use of human resources and the role of culture
as the critical resource in sustainable development of man and the world.

6. The postsocialist Balkan societies must prepare for this new development and
civilizational phase of the "third wave", so as to keep up with the new forms of
competition at the global market of the "gray matter", i.e. of intellectual capital.

7. The place and role of individual nations in the global division of labour, repute
and power will be all the more determined by gifted people as creators of the
"society of knowledge / inovations", by the creative intelligentsia and its spirit
of "creative destruction" as well as by entrepreneurial elites, rather than by mili-
tary wisdom and courage or political demagogy. That will be a match for which
one should prepare here and now. And that is where universities and education
come in; in other words, there is the issue of what reforms we need in order for
our science and education to secure the development of new professionals for
the new / future times. It is high time we understood the spirit of the words of
Naisbitt (the author of "Megatrends"): "Just as past, through history, has deter-
mined the present, so will the future be detremined by the actions we take in
the present". We are so late in those preparations for inovations (i.e. for the
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modernization processes in the world) that we must gallop towards it! It is time
for an alarm at the University and in society so that social and cultural pre-
conditions in the struggle for our new position and role in the world could be
established through a system of new radical reforms. We need well-thought-
out radical reforms in science and education as the key generators of knowledge
and of new elites, so that we could keep up with the world and compete with it.

8. Starting from the efforts invested so far in the academic community in Ni§ and
following the logic and results of our resreach carried out so far, we stress the
following:

- the best contribution to the reassertion of the messages of the Edict of Milan
can be given if some of our initiatives we have put forward during our 15-year
involvement in the projects such as Regional Cultural Coopertaion in the
Balkans and The Culture of Peace, Identities and Interethnic Relations in the
Context of the Processes of European Integration could be institutionalized
within the education system of our (Balkan) universities by:

a) establishing interuniversity system of M.A. and PhD studies of Balkan cultures
/ the studies of the culture of peace;

0) developing the Centre for Multidisciplinary Research into the most creative fa-
ctor of advancement of science and culture at universities, especially through
development of transdisciplinary reserach in the fields of:

v'new technologies and communications;

v'biotechnological development and genetic engineering;

v'modelling strategies of sustainable (ecological and bioethical) develo-
pment;

v'the development of complex global and regional sociology and applied re-
serach;

v'the research of concepts of regional development and regional cooperation
in the Balkans;

v'the reserach of demographic reproduction of the population and the survival
and development of the Balkan nations;

v'the development of conflictology as a scientific discipline dealing with the
reasons of long-term conflicts in this region;

v'the development of social ecology as a scientific discipline dealing with
the impact of social factors on human surrounding and vice versa.

9. Such an ambitious reserach programme requires the establishement of new
forms of coordination and cooperation of Balkan intellectuals. Our experience
shows that the most elite core of researchers, scientists and prominent cultural
works should gather together and define the platform for a new policy of social
agents in the Balkans which would be challenging both in its ideas and its reco-
mmendations. That will, in turn, necessitate not only a more intensive regional
coopertaion of scientists and cultural workers, but also the establishment of The
Balkanological Institute at the University of Nis (as one of its scientific and re-
serach units), as well as the formation of the Forum of Balkan Intellectuals, as
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an interactive democratic form of intellectual community of all those wishing
to express their ideas dealing with:

a. the development of regional cooperation, development and the culture of peace;
b. reassertion of the values of the "Balkan to the Balkan nations" slogan, which

precisely demands intensifying political cooperation among the Balkan nations
with the aim of preserving the autonomy of the given region;

c. the actions necessary to start the Balkan Synthesis Journal, which would be didi-

cated to science, regional cooperation and the culture of peace, and which would
publish papers related to the current problems and alternative projects of the
development of the Balkans as a community of equal nations, cultures and citi-
zens, and which would do so in different languages. This journal would also
reassert the democratic and freedom-loving thought on the coexistence of the
Balkan nations, the dialogue of cultures, partnership of civilizations and the
culture of peace in the Balkans, as prerequisites of development and progress.
Just like most of the other Balkan countries, Serbia today is faced with the pro-
blems of subdevelopment as well as with the problems of huge disproportions
at the regioanl, democraphic, economic, social and cultural levels — the pro-
blems of metropolization and inner colonialism, social inequalities, contradi-
ctions and conflicts. These problems demand permanent social research and
resolution by social agents. They also require a redefinition of the strategy of
regional and social development, as well as a funcional institutional decentra-
lization. In that sense, it is also necessary to establish The Balkan Centre for
the Research of Regional Development, Conflictology and the Culture of Peace,
which would be involved in a multi- / transdiciplinary comparative research in
the given areas, and which would serve as a basis for exchange of the theoretical
and practical ideas on the possibilities and instruments of resolution of the given
and similar contradictions, so that the Balkan societies could be deblocked in
their development and so that they could dedicate themselves to the challanges
of modernization, and to the Balkan and European integrations.

In order to intellectually articulate, implement and rosolve these and other -
and developmet issues, universities must become more engaged and responsi-
ble, as they are scientific and educational institutions, the spiritual seats of cu-
Iture, the key places of the formation of national elites and of the development of
the dalogue among cultures and civilizations in the Balkans, and have a crucial
role in spreading the culture of peace and globalization of understanding among
Balkan nations, so as for our cultures to mix and so as for them to make a perma-
nent bridge of cooperation and concord among the Balkan nations. It is in this
context that universities, faculties, institutes, professors, teaching assistants and
students will intensify interuniversity cooperation among academic institutions,
organizations, institutes and research groups in the Balkan academic community,
using thereby new technologies, spreading the culture of communicology, the
spirit of tolerance, dialogue and cooperation within the young generation, which
is to create and be the main agent of future development.
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In order to be able to timely recognize and objectively inform about the given
civilizational and developmental problems, and in order to promote the new
values in the sphere of cultural policy and the spreading of global understanding
and solidarity in the Balkans, it is an active and responsible role of the mass
media that is required. This is a result of the fact that the first victim in war is
"the truth", or, as is says in the UNESCO's Charter: "Since wars begin in human
minds, so also the strategies of preserving peace must also be created in human
minds!". In order to secure peace and form alternative development and ema-
ncipatory projects, it is the media, apart from the new elites, science and uni-
versities, that have a great responsibility. The media must be not only highly
technologically modernized, but must also be autonomous with respect to the
centres of power, and must also be much better integrated in the Balkan regional
network as well as in professional communication and cooperation.

It is our opinion that the revival of religion (in the plurality of its forms) in the
contemporary world can be a factor of the culture of peace as well as of conflict.
That would primerily depend on whether religion is autonomous or whether it
is subjugated to the extrareligious factors striving for achievemnt of extrareli-
gious goals. We are convinced that the dialogue of different religions and con-
fessional communities is possible and necessary, and that religious hierarchies
should not shut themselves off and shoud not oppose ecumenist movements
and associations, unless those movements and associations strive for a supreme
authority and totalitarian power in the sphere of the richnes of diversity of
mankind.

Confronted with the current consequences of economic and social crisis in the
world as well as with regional conflicts that threaten to develop into a global
civil war between the rich minority and the poor majority of the world, and
having in mind the postconflict state in the geospace of the Balkans (which is
currently in the state of "unfinished peace"), we would like to point to the impor-
tance of contemporary religious and peace movements advocating tolerance,
the culture of peace and non-violence. As the Spanish philosopher Unamuno
put it, the religion of patriotism should stop getting dressed in military uniforms
and the cross should not be turned anymore into a knife! Patriotism should turn
into love for mankind and vice versa. It is only in such a context that homo re-
ligiosus and his love of God will not hamper the contemporary challenges of
modernization / secularization and the creation of mankind as a community of
equal citizens and nations and of the richness of cultural differences. Naturally,
the renewal of the authentic human community and the realization of such fu-
ture of mankind is not possible without profound structural changes in the con-
temporary society and without a radical change in the ruling strategy of social
development in the world. In that sense, the struggle for peace is today linked
to the problems of development; as the former President of Brazil Lula da Silva
put it: "Without global justice there can be no global peace", i.e. true peace can
only be a result of the unity of development and social justice.
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15. In order to step out of the current crisis, the Balkans and the world need a ra-
dical change of the global strategy of development so as to overcome the neg-
ative effects of the neoliberal model and so as to secure social partnership of
all social layers in the struggle for development and peace in the Balkans and
in the world.

16. The Forum of Balkan intellectuals — conceived of as a horizontal and demo-
cratic academic structure, would (through scientific gatherings, confrences, de-
clarations and announcements) reassert the struggle for peace, development,
dialogue of cultures and partnership of civilizations in the Balkans. This would
be a secular way of promoting the spirit of tolerance and the respect of pluralism
embodied not only in the Edict of Milan (coming from the religious sphere) but
also in the secular European tradition of the Enlightenment and of civic huma-
nism. This, together with the development of social criticism, would inspire
creativity, cooperation and progress of all the nations, citizens and cultures in
the Balkans. In addition, this would also help the Balkans become once again
a place of cooperation and integration (rather than of fragmentation and clashes)
and would also help shape the idea / vision of the Balkans as a community of
equal nations and citizens.

In contrast to Huntington's thesis about the inevitable clashes of civilizations in
the 2 1st century, we think that the right road lies in the dilaogue of cultures and in par-
tnership of civilizations. Only such a strategy of cooperation and tolerance, of respect
of the culture of differences, of and developing interculturalism, can turn the Balkans
into a bridge among nations, cultures and civilizations, between the East and the West,
the North and the South, for the benefit of the Balkan nations themselves, of Europe and
of mankind.
